Dear Parents/Guardians and Chess Campers: 

Thank you for participating in the Chess4Life Chess Camp! In order for Chess Camp to be 
sucessful, and to ensure the safety of all participants, please read and discuss the following 
guidelines. Please have both parents/guardians and participants sign this form, and return it 
with your registration form.

1.  	Drop off and pick up. Chess Camp drop off begins at 8:45a.m. Camp begins promptly at 
9:00a.m. We need to start on time! Pick up begins at 3:45p.m. All campers must be picked 
up by 4:00p.m. There may be a late fee for campers not picked up on time.  

2.  	Food: Campers need to bring a sack lunch. There is no eating and no GUM during classes! 
We will give campers plenty of time to eat outside or in a designated indoor area during 
break times. 

3.  	Set up and clean up: Campers are all expected to help set up chess equipment in the  
morning, and clean up classrooms and the tournament area at the end of each day.  

4.  	Classroom behavior: Campers are expected to pay close and quiet attention to the  
instructors and assistants as they teach, giving them the same respect they give their  
grade level teachers. 

5.  	Be a good sport: Campers are expected to obey the rules of chess, and to be good sports. 
Campers must treat others respectfully and fairly.  

I understand that if I break any of the Chess Camp rules, the Chess Camp staff in charge may 
enforce an appropriate consequence, which may range from a short time out to removal from 
Chess Camp.  

I have read (or have had read to me) all of the above and fully understand the high standards  
of behavior expected of me at Chess Camp. I agree to all of the provisions stated above. 
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
