General Information

The purpose of the common course catalog is to 
provide students and parents with an overview of 
secondary offerings in the Richland School District.  
The important connection of middle school to high 
school offerings is one to carefully consider in 
developing future plans for each of our students.  
Prerequisites are listed for some courses and serve 
as an indicator of skills needed to be successful in 
the class.  Some courses have lab fees associated 
with them – if you have a concern about your ability 
to pay lab fees please contact your school counselor 
or principal.  You will find that teachers, counselors, 
and principals are anxious to provide information to 
help you make important course decisions.  We also 
welcome questions and input to continue offering 
quality instruction at all levels of the school system. 
 
Teachers and principals strive to offer a wide variety 
of courses each year.  These offerings may vary 
each year based on student enrollment and staffing.     
Certain courses in the catalog will be offered only if 
there are enough students who register in the spring 
to fill the class.  Select courses carefully.  The 
choices made will determine student schedules for 
fall semester. Changes in student schedules will be 
done only under exceptional circumstances. 
 
The Richland School District complies with all federal 
and state rules and regulations and does not 
discriminate on the basis of race, color, national 
origin, gender, or disability in education programs, 
services and activities. 
 
 

Successful Completion of Middle School 
 
Successful completion of middle school coursework 
is expected.  Successful completion of middle school 
occurs when a student meets the academic 
expectations of the required program.  Students 
who experience difficulty in doing this will be 
assigned to Tutorial and/or placed in an academic 
support course that runs either during the school 
day, before or after school, or in the summer so that 
they can receive additional assistance and help in 
achieving academic success.  The high school to 
which an eighth grade student will be assigned may 
also depend on the student’s readiness for the high 
school program.  Eighth grade students who 
experience difficulty with the curriculum may need 
the additional support of being required to attend 
Summer School or placed in an alternative program 
at River’s Edge High School or assigned to 
remediation courses. 

Information For High School Students 
 
Counseling Office 
Students should contact a school counselor if they 
have any questions about transitions between 
schools, registration, course selections, lab fees or 
graduation requirements.   
 
Attendance 
Regular school attendance is a prime ingredient for 
mastery of the educational program offered to 
students of the district.  In addition, it is recognized 
that classroom interaction between teacher and 
students can enrich and clarify knowledge of subject 
matter beyond the mere accumulation of factual 
data.  Therefore, students' grades in all courses 
taught may be affected by absence or tardiness.   
 
State Graduation Requirements 
All Washington graduates must fulfill the following 
requirements: 

1. Complete a High School and Beyond Plan 
2. Complete a Culminating Project 
3. Earn a certificate of academic achievement 

(CAA) or a certificate of individual 
achievement (CIA).  

4. Meet class credit requirements

Academic Eligibility for Athletics/Activities 
WIAA Guidelines require participating students to 
maintain passing grades in a minimum of five 
classes from the previous semester.   
 
Failure to have passing grades in five classes will 
result in five weeks of academic probation with the 
student ineligible to participate.  Eligibility to 
participate can be resumed on Monday of the sixth 
week if the student is passing at least five classes at 
that time. 
 
A student shall be enrolled in at least five classes of 
a program geared for meeting graduation 
requirements.

Grading System 
Academic rank in class is determined by a student’s 
grade point average.  A student’s grade point 
average (GPA) is a numerical score translated from 
letter grades earned during grades 9-12.  Students 
receive points for letter grades earned in their 
classes on the following basis: 
 A = 4.00 
 A- = 3.70 
 B+ = 3.30 
 B = 3.00 
 B- = 2.70 
 C+ = 2.30 
 C = 2.00 
 C- = 1.70 
 D+ = 1.30 
 D = 1.00 
 F = 0.00 
The minimal passing grade is D = 1.0 
 
 
Credit for High School Courses Taken In 
Middle School 
State law and district policy allow 7th and 8th grade 
students to receive high-school credit for some 
course taken at the middle school.  High school 
credit for designated courses may be requested 
once the student is in high school.  The request can 
be made at any time up to the point a student 
graduates from high school.  NOTE:  Once the 
grades are recorded on the high school transcript 
the grade and credit cannot be removed.  (See 
rules for repeated courses)  
 
 
Credit/Grade for Repeated Courses 
Only the highest grade earned for a class taken 
more than once to improve a grade shall be included 
in the calculation of grade point averages.   
 
Credits attempted for courses taken more than once 
to improve a grade may count only once toward the 
number of credits required for graduation. 
 
Credits attempted for courses taken more than once 
to improve a grade may count toward the number of 
credits required for graduation on the condition that 
the letter grades earned for all attempts are 
included in the calculation of the student’s grade 
point average. 
 
 

Granting Credit for Out-of-school Learning 
Experiences 
The Richland School District will consider accepting 
credits toward high school graduation for learning 
experiences conducted away from school or by 
persons not employed by the school district.  
Consideration will be granted only upon evidence 
that the petitioners have satisfied requirements 
outlined in Policy 2410.  A proposal for approval of 
out-of-school learning activities shall be submitted 
prior to the experience and shall be at no additional 
cost to the district.  (See Policy 2410) 
 

College Credit for High School Students 
 
Advanced Placement (AP) Program 
Advanced Placement courses are offered at Hanford 
High School and Richland High School.  While the 
availability of classes differs at the two schools, in 
Richland School District we offer a wide variety AP 
courses. 
 
AP courses are challenging courses.  This course 
catalog describes the content of each course and a 
recommended course sequence leading up to AP 
courses.  Other than that, the only requirements for 
becoming an AP student are a curiosity about the 
subject you plan to study and the willingness to 
work hard.  For more information about this 
program you can check with your school counselor. 
 
Direct Credit for Tech Prep Courses 
Tech Prep is a statewide dual-credit program which 
allows high school students to earn high school and 
college credit at the same time.  Students that have 
earned an 85% or better in the following classes are 
eligible for these college credits.  Students must 
complete registration materials and pay a $20 
processing fee for each course.  Check with your 
counselor, career center, or teacher for information 
and deadlines.

Careers in Education – WBL Internship 
[Direct Credit Available] 

Course #8776/8777

Prerequisite: Located at Richland High.  HHS students must provide their own transportation. 
Location: Richland HS, available to HHS students Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 2.0 credit Satisfies: 2.0 Occupational or 2.0 Elective 
 
This course is designed for students who are genuinely interested in a career in education.  Students in this course are 
assigned to a mentor teacher at an area elementary or middle school.  During the course of the internship, students participate 
in a variety of experiences within the teaching profession, including but not limited to lesson planning, instruction of younger 
students, tutoring, selecting class materials, making bulletin boards and using audio/visual equipment.  The experience will 
include both a classroom component and internship time.  A minimum number of internship hours must be worked in order to 
receive credit.  Students who earn 85% or higher can earn 10 college credits from CBC.  (2-hour block)  

 
 

Creative Foods Course #8410
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational or .5 Elective 
 
Whether you want to cook professionally or for your family, this class will provide useful knowledge and skills.  Food 
preparation includes soups, sauces, pasta, salsas, egg cookery, baking (pies and breads) and cake decorating.  Emphasis is 
placed on meal planning and presentation.  Learn to prepare foods in a nutritional and creative way. 

 
 

Early Childhood Education Course #8700
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational or .5 Elective 
 
This class focuses on the study of prenatal development, the growth and development of children, child care techniques and 
early childhood education.  Students may have an opportunity to participate in an internship experience that takes place at 
local day care centers.  Students participating in the internship must pass a criminal background check (provided by the school) 
and must provide proof that they have health insurance. 

 
 

Independent Living  Course #8510
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational or .5 Elective 
 
Do you have the skills to survive on your own? Successfully navigate through life’s challenges.  Investigate career plans, 
learn basic meal preparation techniques, prepare simple recipes, complete basic sewing repairs, learn laundry techniques, 
build good relationships, future plans, and manage resources.  Participate through hands-on activities and community 
involvement. 

 
 

Interior Design Course #8600
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational 
 
Explore the world of interior design as a visual art form and a means for self-expression.  In this class you will develop an 
Interior Design Portfolio, draw house plans, construct an architectural model, and work with fabrics, paints and textiles to 
create original design projects.  This course may be used as a Fine Arts Credit. 
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Personal Choices Course #8514
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational or .5 Elective 
 
Students will learn about understanding themselves, the people around them and how to manage a variety of resources: 
including time, energy, and money.  Decision-making, goal-setting, and problem-solving strategies will be explored. 

 
 

Textiles-Clothing Course #8500
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational, .5 Fine Arts, or .5 Elective 
 
Emphasize your creative ability while developing knowledge and skills in textile arts.  Learn to use a sewing machine and 
patterns to sew items for yourself and your home.  Explore quilting, soft sculpture and decorative stitching techniques as well.  
This course may be used as a Fine Arts credit. 

 
 
 

Health Science Careers 
 
Athletic Training Students Assistant (ATSA) WBL Internship Course #9664/9665
Prerequisite: Sports Medicine 1 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational or 1.0 Elective 
 
Documented hours in the training room working with a team or at a business worksite will earn you work-based learning 
credit.  Positions available will be discussed the first week of class.  This is optional, but you must be enrolled in a 
connecting class.  May be repeated for credit. 

 
 

Healthcare WBL Internship Course #8794
Prerequisite: Completion of or Concurrent Enrollment in Anatomy and Physiology or AP Biology 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational or .5 Elective 
 
These students are encouraged to consider applying for a Kadlec Medical Center/Tri-City Cancer Center Internship.  This 90 
hour unpaid internship is designed for students seriously considering a career in health care.  Student interns will participate 
in a variety of 2-4 hour rotations in the areas of Nursing, Therapy, Surgical, Imaging and Lab assignments.  Interviews 
and intern selection will take place in September.  (Richland High students only) 

 
 

Sports Medicine 1 Course #9650/9651
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational or 1.0 Elective 
 
This class is an introduction to topics in sports medicine including wound care, injury prevention, injury management and 
rehabilitation, strength and conditioning, sports nutrition, anatomy, and administration.  As an athlete, this is a great class 
to learn how to prevent injury and improve athletic performance. 
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Sports Medicine 2 Course #9660/9661
Prerequisite: Sports Medicine 1 or Anatomy/Physiology or AP Biology 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational or 1.0 Elective 
 
ATSA’s and those with a continued interest in how the human body functions with activity and responds to injury.  This is a 
continuation of Sports Medicine 1.  Topics include joint anatomy and injury response, injury assessment skills, functional 
rehabilitation, nutrition, therapeutic modalities and more.  You will learn assessment techniques and improve critical 
decision-making skills.  Guest speakers will highlight topics in class.  You may also enroll for another internship year if you 
are continuing student training or want more work experience.   

 
 
 

Marketing Education 
 
Entrepreneurship  Course #8508
Prerequisite: Introduction to Marketing or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational or .5 Elective 
 
Interested in starting your own business? Being your own boss? Are you interested in understanding how to write a 
business plan or what it takes to succeed in small business? If you are a future business owner, this class will help you plan 
and manage a small business.  Whatever your future education plans, you will receive an excellent foundation in small 
business management. Students will be given an opportunity to participate in a number of hands on projects in the 
classroom and the community. (DECA projects will enrich curriculum) 

 
 
Fashion Merchandising Course #8516
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational or .5 Elective 
 
In this course students will gain experience in the field of fashion design and merchandising.  Students will expand their 
knowledge of marketing, clothing styles, designers, fashion history, trends and fads, and textiles.  Students will be given the 
opportunity to use their own creativity in developing fashion marketing plans, designing clothing lines, and creating fads.  
Students will explore how fashion has evolved, learn how to predict future trends, and find out how marketing and the 
internet has revolutionized the fashion merchandising industry.  Also, students will develop displays and learn about visual 
merchandising. 

 
 

Financial Services Marketing Course #8640/8641
Prerequisite: Introduction to Marketing or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational or 1.0 Elective 
 
Students work with professionals from GESA Credit Union to learn about operations, management, customer service, 
advertising, and other aspects involved in running a financial institution.  Students acquire valuable customer service 
experience and financial knowledge while working in the HHS credit union during lunch.  Students also gain leadership skills 
through membership in DECA. 

 
 

Floral Design and Marketing 1 Course #8680
Prerequisite: Lab Fee $20.00 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational, .5 Fine Arts, or .5 Elective 
 
If you have an interest in a career in the floral industry or would just like to learn the basics of floral design this course is for 
you.  This course will provide the student with an overview of the floral industry.  Students will use a hands-on approach to 
learn basic floral design principles, care and handling techniques, and basic retail floral operations and marketing. 
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Floral Design and Marketing 2 Course #8681
Prerequisite: Lab Fee $20.00 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational or .5 Fine Arts 
 
Students in this course will continue to study the functions of marketing as they apply to the floral industry.  Students will 
learn advanced design techniques. 

 
 

Introduction to Marketing Course #8450/8451
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational or 1.0 Elective 
 
Students will be introduced to business practices with an emphasis on day-to-day operations.  Topics include: business 
concepts, psychology and sociology of marketing and promotion, human relations, sales and advertising.  DECA is the 
national association for business and marketing students.  As a member of DECA students will have the opportunity to 
attend conferences, compete and travel.  Through DECA students may earn scholarships and gain state and national 
recognition. 

 
 

Marketing Management / Business Management 1 Course #8750
Prerequisite: Introduction to Marketing 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational or .5 Elective 
 
This class will provide students with beginning management skills.  Students will learn how to plan and organize a business 
as well as learn how to evaluate the profitability of a business.  Students will learn about financial statements, business 
plans, and promotional campaigns.  This class is highly recommended for all students planning to attend college and major 
in business administration, marketing, management, economics, or accounting; also recommended for the student whose 
future plans include owning and managing their own business.  This course is co-curricular with DECA and students are 
encouraged to participate in DECA activities. 

 
 

Marketing Management / Business Management 2 [Direct Credit Available] Course #8751
Prerequisite: Marketing Management 1 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational or .5 Elective 
 

This course is a continuation of Marketing Management/Business Management 1.  Students will learn how to write a 
business plan.  If you are a future business owner or manager, this class will help you plan and manage a small business.  
This course will prepare a wide variety of students for their futures.  Whatever your future education plans, you will receive 
an excellent foundation in business management.  This course is co-curricular with DECA and students are encouraged to 
participate in DECA activities.  Direct credit is possible from CBC for students who pass this course and Marketing Management 
with an 85% or better. 

 
 

Sports and Entertainment Marketing Course #8518
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational or .5 Elective 
 

This course is an introductory course, which will help students develop a thorough understanding of marketing concepts as 
they apply to sporting and entertainment events.  Students will be familiarized with the evolution of sports marketing.  This 
course will cover the basic marketing functions including promotional plans, sponsorship proposals, and other key elements 
needed to create a successful sports marketing plan.  A survey of sports related jobs is included. 
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Student Store Management Course #8650/8651
Prerequisite: Introduction to Marketing or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester or Year / .5 to 1.0 Satisfies: .5 to 1.0 Occupational or .5 to 1.0 Elective 
 

Learn employment and management skills while getting valuable work experience.  Students in this course are responsible 
for the daily operation and management of the student store.  Students will learn valuable pre-employment skills and are 
trained as cashiers, receiving agents and retail managers.  Students mastering all the retailing skills identified by local 
businesses as critical to retail employment will receive a Retailing Certificate.  This class is designed for students who enjoy 
working hard and would like to learn how to operate a successful business.  Second year students may be promoted to 
operations manager who are responsible for accounting, and shift supervision. If you are interested in owning your own 
business, this is a great place to gain experience.  As part of this course at Hanford High, students work in the Gesa credit 
union. 

 
 
 
 
 
 

Technology Education 
 
Some unique courses are offered only at one high school.  Students may self-transport on a space-available 
basis to the high school that has the desired program.  Check with your school counselor for more information. 
 
 
Advanced Computer Engineering [Direct Credit Available] Course #8760/8761
Prerequisite: Teacher approval – Located at Hanford High.  RHS students must provide their own 

transportation. 
Location: Hanford HS, available to Richland HS students Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational or 1.0 Elective 
 
Students gain experience in setting up various computer systems, configuring networks and maintaining computer labs.  
Students who earn 85% or higher can receive college credits from CBC.   

 
 
 

Advanced Engineering Design Course #8690/8691
Prerequisite: Engineering Design or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational or 1.0 Elective 
 
This class is designed for students who are interested in higher level engineering problem solving and advanced computer 
aided design.  Students will be introduced to concepts of 3D solid modeling through individual and team projects. 
Recommended for those student desiring to attend college and for career opportunities in a technical field. 

 
 
 

Advanced Metals / Manufacturing Technology Course #8586/8587
Prerequisite: Metals / Manufacturing Technology - Located at Richland High.  HHS students must provide their 

own transportation. 
Location: Richland HS, available to HHS students Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational or 1.0 Elective 
 
This class is an applied problem solving and design technology vocational course.  Students will be introduced to the metals 
industry.  Students will learn safety, planning, purchasing, layout, machining, casting, welding, and fabrication.  Guest 
speakers, field trips, shadowing experiences and research will be used to introduce students to the metals industry.  Students 
will be able to complete a variety of projects.  Intro class cannot be repeated for credit.  
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Computer Engineering / A+ Certification [Direct Credit Available] Course #8460/8461
Prerequisite: Located at Hanford High.  RHS students must provide their own transportation. 
Location: Hanford HS, available to Richland HS students Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational or 1.0 Elective 
 
A hands-on, project based class that provides an in-depth study of personal computer hardware and operating systems, this 
course prepares students for the A+ Certification exams.  Focus is on identification, installation, configuration, and 
troubleshooting field replaceable components.  Topics include microprocessors, memory, BIOS and CMOS, expansion bus, 
motherboards, power supplies, floppy drives, hard drives, SCSI devices, CD and DVD media, video, sound, portable PCs, 
printers, networks, the Internet, and Windows 9x/Me/NT/2000/ XP/Vista operating systems.  Students can earn 15 
Computer Science college level credits through CBC by passing both semesters with an 85% or better.   

 
 

Engineering Design Course #8590/8591
Prerequisite: Students should be concurrently enrolled in Algebra Concepts or higher.   
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course provides an introduction to technical drawing for architecture, engineering, interior design and manufacturing trade 
students.  This class emphasizes the student’s creative ability to help visualize in more than one dimension and solve real world 
problems.  Emphasis is placed on sketching, lettering, geometric construction, technical illustrations, mechanical drawing, 
dimensioning, pictorial drawing and computer aided design and drafting.  Students will be introduced to career opportunities 
through research and guest speakers.   

 
 

Materials Science Technology Course #4770/4771
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational, 1.0 Lab Science, or 1.0 

Elective 
 
This course takes a look at materials all around us by examining them in simple yet unique ways.  Students will have the 
opportunity to make glass, ceramics, alloy metals, polymers, and composites from raw materials using modern laboratory 
equipment.  Students will be able to question, observe, create, build projects, and experiment.  Guest speakers ranging from 
technicians to scientists and engineers will provide career information or demonstrations to broaden understanding of materials 
science.  Multi-media computers and Internet access are available for MST student use and research.  Full year recommended 
for students desiring college and future career opportunities.   

 
 

Metals / Manufacturing Technology Course #8580/8581
Prerequisite: Located at Richland High.  HHS students must provide their own transportation. 
Location: Richland HS, available to HHS students Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational or 1.0 Elective 
 
This class is an applied problem solving and design technology vocational course.  Students will be introduced to the metals 
industry.  Students will learn safety, planning, purchasing, layout, machining, casting, welding, and fabrication.  Guest 
speakers, field trips, shadowing experiences and research will be used to introduce students to the metals industry.  Students 
will be able to complete a variety of projects.  Intro class cannot be repeated for credit.  

 
 

Wood Technology Lab Course #8480/8481
Prerequisite: Personal projects will be charged a materials fess. – Located at Hanford High.  RHS students must 

provide their own transportation. 
Location: Hanford HS, available to Richland HS students Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational or 1.0 Elective 
 
This class can be taken as a one or two hour block.  The focus of this class is basic woodworking, cabinetry, and 
construction skills.  Students learn from hands-on projects.  Students are given time to make personal projects, as well as 
participate in Computer Aided Machining, cabinet making, outdoor construction and mass production.  Enrollment is limited. 
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Trade & Industry 
 
Some unique courses are offered only at one high school.  Students may self-transport on a space-available 
basis to the high school that has the desired program.  Check with your school counselor for more information. 
 
 

Advanced Systems Mechanics Course #8670/8671
Prerequisite: Basic Systems Mechanics with a “C” or above or Teacher approval.  Located at Richland High.  HHS 

students must provide their own transportation. 
Location: Richland HS, available to HHS students Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 2.0 credit Satisfies: 2.0 Occupational, 1.0 Lab Science, or 2.0 

Elective 
 

This class is designed to train the student who is interested in and has a background in automotive technology.  Provide 
students a detailed understanding and experiential background in automotive technology, and/or will prepare them for a career 
as an automotive technician.  Scientific principles inherent in automotive technology are taught.  It is an exploratory class with 
emphasis in the areas of engine building, standard and automatic transmissions, differential, front-end alignment, review of 
brakes, electrical components, tune-ups, carburization, emission control, tires, air-conditioning, oscilloscope training, computer 
cars, and exhaust systems.  Material studied individually and in teams, through reading, writing, discussion, demonstration, and 
hands-on practical applications.  Students will have an opportunity to learn the latest technology and procedures.  Upon 
completion, students will have the basic knowledge and skills required to enter the work force as an automotive technician.  
On-the-job training may also be included for credit.  (2-Hour Block)  

 
 
Auto Care Course #8470/8471
Prerequisite: Located at Richland High.  HHS students must provide their own transportation. 
Location: Richland HS, available to HHS students Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational or .5 Elective 

 
Basic class for the student interested in learning about automotive care.   Students will learn how to perform auto service and 
maintenance, basic tune-up, check brakes, batteries, change tires, etc., as well as things to check when your car breaks down.  
Students will spend time in both the classroom and lab for hands-on instruction and demonstration.  The class includes a focus 
on safety. 

 
 
Basic Systems Mechanics [Direct Credit Available] Course #8570/8571
Prerequisite: Located at Richland High.  HHS students must provide their own transportation. 
Location: Richland HS, available to HHS students Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational, or 1.0 Elective 
 
This beginning course is designed for students who have little or no background in automotive mechanics.   Students will be 
involved in the hands-on application of the principles of science as they relate to the world of automotive technology.  Students 
will study, individually and in teams, the basic components of the automobile:  tune-up, brakes, tires, carburetors, emission 
control, air-conditioning, basic electricity, oscilloscope training, basic services and exhaust systems.  These basics and their 
theories will be studied through reading, writing, discussion, demonstration, and hands-on, practical applications in the 
classroom and automotive lab.  Students will have an opportunity to learn and use the latest technology and procedures.  
On-the-job training possible.  Students who earn 85% or higher can receive college credits from CBC.   

 
 
Network+ [Direct Credit Available] Course #8550/8551
Prerequisite: Completion of Engineering/A+ Certification with an 85% or above.  Located at Hanford High.  RHS 

students must provide their own transportation.  
Location: Hanford HS, available to Richland HS students Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Occupational or 1.0 Elective 
 
Students will actively learn in detail and through hands-on experience about computer networks and systems.  Students will 
be required to setup and maintain PCs and supply support to staff members and computer labs.  In addition to networking, 
students will learn how to use Linux and Open Source software as an alternative to Microsoft products.  Students who earn 
85% or higher can receive college credits from CBC.   
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General Music Courses 
 

 
 
 

AP Music Theory Course #7490/7491
Prerequisite: Prior knowledge of basic music fundamentals or instructor approval.  Co-requisite:  Orchestra, Wind 

Ensemble, Symphonic Band, Concert Band, or Percussion Ensemble 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Fine Arts or 1.0 Elective 
 

This course will develop student understanding, recognition, analysis, synthesis, and evaluation of the materials and 
processes of music including visual and aural analysis, sight-singing, melodic, rhythmic, and harmonic dictation and 
composition that will first cement the student’s understanding of the rudiments of musical language and then develop a 
critical and creative awareness of musical forms and structures through score analysis, harmonic realization and composition 
exercises.  Exercises and assignments will be designed both to develop and enhance the students’ speed and fluency in 
basic notational skills and to prepare the student for the AP Music Theory exam.   

 
 
Sound Engineering Course #7494/7495
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
This course will encompass almost every aspect of the electronic music industry.  Students will develop an understanding of 
the physics of sound that will enable them to successfully run and manage sound equipment such as amplifiers, sound 
boards, synthesizers, microphones, and equalizers.   

 
Instrumental Music 

 
Concert Band Course #7410/7411
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Fine Arts or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course develops the students’ technical proficiency, enjoyment, and musical understanding on wind instruments.  Class 
work may include rehearsals, home practice, listening, performances at concerts and festivals, public service programs, 
sectionals and chamber work.  This is a performance-based class.   

 
 
 

Orchestra  Course #7520/7521
Prerequisite: Previous orchestra experience requested but not required and/or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Fine Arts or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course develops the students’ technical proficiency, enjoyment, and musical understanding on string instruments.  
Class work may include rehearsals, home practice, listening, performances at concerts and festivals, public service 
programs, sectionals and chamber work.  This is a performance-based class.   

Guitar Course #7720
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 

This course is designed for students interested in learning to play acoustic guitar and read music.  This course will cover 
guitar tuning, classical guitar playing, reading and playing chords, and some tab reading. 
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Percussion Ensemble Course #7440/7441
Prerequisite: Experience in a middle school or high school band or percussion class or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Fine Arts or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is a percussion class designed to further cultivate students’ technical abilities, enjoyment, and musical 
understanding on wind and percussion instruments.  Class work may include rehearsals, home practice, listening, 
performances at concerts and festivals, public service programs, sectionals, solo and chamber work.  This is a performance-
based class.   

 
 
 

Wind Ensemble Course #7710/7711
Prerequisite: Concert Band, Symphonic Band and/or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Fine Arts or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is an advanced band class designed to further cultivate students’ technical abilities, enjoyment, and musical 
understanding on wind instruments.  Class work may include rehearsals, home practice, listening, performances at concerts 
and festivals, public service programs, sectionals and chamber work.  This is a performance-based class.   

 
 
 

Symphonic Band Course #7734/7735
Prerequisite: Concert Band, Symphonic Band and/or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Fine Arts or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is an intermediate band class designed to further cultivate students’ technical abilities, enjoyment, and musical 
understanding on wind instruments.  Class work may include rehearsals, home practice, listening, performances at concerts 
and festivals, public service programs, sectionals and chamber work.  This is a performance-based class.   

 
 
 

Jazz Band Course #7732/7733 Zero Hr
Prerequisite: Wind Ensemble, Symphonic Band, Concert Band, Percussion Ensemble, Orchestra or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Fine Arts or 1.0 Elective 
 
This class is divided into levels through the audition process and allows participants the opportunity to understand and 
perform many different styles of jazz music in a big band setting.  Class work may include rehearsals, home practice, 
listening, performances at concerts and festivals, public service programs, sectionals, solo and chamber work.   

 
 
 
 

Vocal Music 
 

Chamber Choir Course #7530/7531
Prerequisite: Audition 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Fine Arts or 1.0 Elective 
 
This is a select, auditioned choral ensemble that learns a variety of choral literature.  It is for students who already 
demonstrate superior singing, musical interpretation, and music reading skills.  Class work may include rehearsals, home 
practice, listening, performances at concerts and festivals, public service programs, sectionals, solo and chamber work.  This 
is a performance-based class.   
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Concert Choir Course #7740/7741
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Fine Arts or 1.0 Elective 
 
This is a choir designed for growing and less experienced voices.  Vocalists in this ensemble will learn vocal production, 
musicality, and how to read music.  It is an excellent class for people who enjoy performing choral music as an addition to 
their other interests, or people who would like to train and improve for future participation in upper level choral ensembles.  
Class work may include rehearsals, home practice, listening, performances at concerts and festivals, public service 
programs, sectionals, solo and chamber work.  This is a performance-based class.   

 
 

Treble Choir Course #7510/7511
Prerequisite: Women Only 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Fine Arts or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is for students who demonstrate superior singing, musical interpretation, and music reading skills.  Class work 
may include rehearsals, home practice, listening, performances at concerts and festivals, public service programs, 
sectionals, solo and chamber work.  This is a performance-based class.   

 
 
 

Vocal Jazz Course #7634/7635 [or 7632/7633 Zero Hr]
Prerequisite: Chamber Choir, Concert Choir, Treble Choir, or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Fine Arts or 1.0 Elective 
 
This is a select, auditioned choral ensemble that learns a variety of vocal jazz styles.  This class is suggested, but not limited 
to, those who exhibit superior musical reading and vocalizing skills.  Class work may include rehearsals, home practice, 
listening, performances at concerts and festivals, public service programs, sectionals, solo and chamber work.  This is a 
performance-based class.   

 
 
 

Musical Theatre History / Performance Course #7540/7541
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
This class provides students the opportunity to develop their skills in the area of musical theatre, both as an individual 
performer, and as a member of the ensemble.  Semester will culminate in a “Night of Broadway” performance.  All students 
will participate in this performance, either as the performer, or as the technical support.  In addition to performance, 
students will explore a historical overview of musical theatre.  Other elements of theatre may also be covered, such as 
character development, costuming, makeup, auditioning techniques, and choreography.   
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Drama 1 Course #1950
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
“To be or not to be?”  That is the question regarding the human condition that is explored through drama.  In drama class, 
students learn the elements of theater and then get the chance to put what they have learned into action.  This is an 
acting-oriented class in which students work on character development, expression of different emotions, movement, voice, 
and improvisation.  Students work hard but also have a blast! 

 
 
 

Drama 2 Course #1951
Prerequisite: Drama 1 or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
Already been through the acting class?  Now it is time to examine theater in its larger context.  In Drama 2, we will look at 
theater through time, reading plays and performing scenes from various works through the ages, from Sophocles to 
Shakespeare to Sartre.  Activities will be performing for other students at HHS and performing at a medieval festival at a 
local middle school.  Students in this class will also go to a drama festival at CBC.   

 
 
 

Advanced Drama Course #1964/1965
Prerequisite: Drama 1 and 2 or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Fine Arts or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is reserved for those students who are ready to take their acting to a higher level.  This is a year long class that 
will push students to hone their skills as a performer, studying acting theory and technique.  Students in this class put their 
learning into practice, performing publicly and going to several drama competitions and festivals around the state.  This 
class will also tour the local elementary schools with a children’s theater show.  This class is a truly fantastic acting 
experience.   

 
 
 

Intro to Theater (TH107) Course #1955
Prerequisite: Teacher approval 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
This course is offered through Central Washington University’s “Cornerstone” Program.  Like running start, students are 
offered a chance to take a rigorous, college level course, but without having to leave Richland High School.  They have the 
option of paying a reduced fee for CWU college credit.  Students should plan on buying their own text books, and adhering 
to university-level academic standards.  Assignments will include group projects and presentations, tests, quizzes, and 
papers written about the plays they read and see.  CWU catalog description:  Overview of the basic elements of the theater 
arts and dramatic structure, and the environment for production of plays.  Attendance at assigned outside events (play 
performances) is required. 

 
 
 

Theater Production Course #1960
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
This course will introduce students to many aspects of theater, showing how the pieces come together to create an artistic 
expression.  Students will participate in several hands-on projects to help them achieve this goal. 
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Advanced Theater Production Course #1970/1971
Prerequisite: Theater Production or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Fine Arts or 1.0 Elective 
 
Like to be involved in the technical side of plays?  This class is for those students who already have a working knowledge of 
technical theater and want to work on putting a play together from the planning stage to the final curtain.  The students in 
this class will use what they learn in class to design, build, and run all the technical aspects of the plays here at HHS.  You 
will be the designer and crew that make the plays a success.   
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Studio Art 1 Course #7450 or [Zero Hour 7452/7453]
Prerequisite: $35.00 Lab Fee 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
The fundamentals of art are taught through various media encounters.  Students learn technical skills in drawing, painting, 
sculpting, printmaking, collage and other media.  Individual solutions to assignments are encouraged.  Emphasis is on 
individual expression, composition, and technique.    

 
 
 

Studio Art 2 Course #7451
Prerequisite: Studio Art 1 and/or Teacher recommendation and $35.00 Lab Fee 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
Studio Art 2 is similar to Studio Art 1, but focuses more on individual approaches in content as well as technical skills.  
Assignments are more challenging than Studio Art 1.  More emphasis is placed on individual expression than in Studio Art 1.  
Studio Art 2 is a one-semester class.  It cannot be repeated.     

 
 
 

AP Studio Art Course #7560/7561
Prerequisite: Studio Art 1 and 2 and/or Teacher recommendation and $35.00 Lab Fee 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Fine Arts or Elective 
 
AP Studio Art is designed for students who are seriously interested in the practical experience of art.  AP Studio Art is not 
based on a written examination; instead, students submit portfolios for evaluation at the end of the school year.  The course 
promotes a sustained investigation of all three aspects of portfolio development – quality, concentration, and breadth.  AP 
Studio Art course requirements have been designed with the intent of bringing them closer to the most prevalent college 
foundation course requirements.  Students will be encouraged to investigate formal and conceptual issues; partake in the 
ongoing process of informed and critical decision making; continue to develop technical and compositional skills; and be 
encouraged to become inventive independent thinkers.  Students have the option of submitting one of three different 
portfolios – Drawing, 2-D design, or 3-D design – each based upon different skills mastered and concepts addressed in the 
classes.  Students who register for this class will meet prior to the end of the school year to receive summer homework 
assignments. 

 
 
 

Advanced Art Course #7550/7551
Prerequisite: Teacher approval and $35.00 Lab Fee 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester or Year / .5 to 1.0 credit Satisfies: .5 to 1.0 Fine Arts or .5 to 1.0 Elective 
 
Advanced Art is for very serious, self-motivated art students.  Students are given assignments that demonstrate a high level 
of creativity as well as expertise in technical abilities and thorough knowledge of composition.  Students work on specific 
assignments as well as individual study under teacher approval contract.  Aesthetics are paralleled with contemporary late 
20th century art.  Advanced Art may be repeated indefinitely with the instructor's approval.   

 
 
 

Ceramics 1 Course #7650
Prerequisite: Studio Art 1 or 2 and/or Teacher approval, and $35.00 Lab Fee 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
The class is geared toward serious art students with a strong sense of design and creativity.  Basic forming methods such as 
coil techniques, soft and hard slab, drape, and clay sculpture are taught.  Students also learn basic decorating methods such 
as glazing, under glazing, engobes, incising, and slip trailing.   
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Ceramics 2 Course #7651
Prerequisite: Ceramics 1 and $35.00 Lab Fee 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
This class is a continuation of Ceramics 1.  Art elements and design principles will be applied to more complicated projects.  
Students will explore construction and finish methods through sculpture, wheel thrown and hand built clay projects.  
Stronger emphasis will be on technique, composition and individual expression.  Students will be expected to work more 
independently than in Ceramics 1.   

 
 

Ceramics Independent Study Course #7660/7661
Prerequisite: Ceramics 1, 2, and Teacher approval, and $35.00 Lab Fee 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
This class is intended for students showing superior strength in ceramics and clay sculpture.  Students immerse themselves 
in creating a cohesive body of work.  Project commitments are contracted with the instructor.  Students may repeat this 
class indefinitely with the instructor's approval. 

 
 
 

Sculpture 1 Course #7664
Prerequisite: Studio 1 and $35.00 Lab Fee 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
Students will learn art elements and principles through 3-D design.  Students will compose 3-D art projects using wood, 
plaster, clay, metal and other found objects. 

 
 
 

Jewelry-Metals Design 1 Course #7780
Prerequisite: Studio Art 1 or 2, or Teacher approval, and $35.00 Lab Fee 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
The fundamentals of jewelry design are taught through a variety of technical encounters.  Students learn the principles of 
contemporary jewelry design and elementary layout.  Skills are introduced in forming, fabrication and mechanics, casting 
and finishing.  The history of jewelry design is introduced. 

 
 

Jewelry-Metals Design 2 Course #7781
Prerequisite: Jewelry-Metals Design 1 or Teacher approval, and $35.00 Lab Fee 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
Technical skills learned in Jewelry 1 are further developed while focusing more on individual approaches in content.  
Assignments are more challenging, and more emphasis is placed on individual expression and solutions of problems.  The 
history of contemporary jewelry design is explored. 

 
 

Advanced Jewelry-Metals Design Course #7784
Prerequisite: Jewelry-Metals Design 1, 2 and Teacher approval, and $35.00 Lab Fee 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
Advanced Jewelry/Metals is for serious, self-motivated art students.  Students are given assignments that demonstrate a 
high degree of creativity, technical skill, and compositional knowledge.  Students work on specific assignments, as well as 
individual study under teacher contract.  The direction of contemporary jewelry design is thoroughly explored.  This course 
may be repeated indefinitely with instructor’s approval. 
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Photography 1 Course #7750 or 7752 [Zero Hr @ HHS]
Prerequisite: SLR camera with manual shutter speed and aperture and $35.00 Lab Fee 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts, .5 Occupational, or .5 Elective 
 
This is an entry-level course designed to teach students photography as an art form.  Students will learn: the photographic 
process, techniques for use of cameras and film, composing and taking photographs, elements of good photographic 
design, developing black and white film, camera, dark room or digital-produced special effects, and presentation of work.  
They will be introduced to film scanning and the digital printing process.  Technical skills will be taught in conjunction with 
the creative process.  Students will be instructed using industry standard processes and software. 

 
 

Digital Photo-Illustration Course #7754
Prerequisite: Digital cameral with 4 mega pixels and $35.00 Lab Fee 
Location: Hanford HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts, .5 Occupational, or .5 Elective 
 
Students gain firsthand experience applying digital photography skills to artistic and journalism projects.  Students refine 
their mastery of the creative process and enhance their compositional and presentation skills using industry standard 
processes and software.  No previous computer experience is necessary.  Successful completion of this course with an “A” 
or “B” grade qualifies the student to apply for a position as a Yearbook Staff Photographer or Studio Assistant. 

 
 

Photography 2 Course #7751
Prerequisite: SLR camera with manual shutter speed and aperture, $35.00 Lab Fee, and Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts, .5 Occupational, or .5 Elective 
 
This course is designed to further enhance the camera and darkroom techniques learned in Photography 1.  Students refine 
their mastery of the creative process and enhance their compositional and presentation skills.  Successful completion of the 
Photo 2 course with an “A” or “B” grade qualifies the student to apply for a position as a Yearbook Staff Photographer or 
Studio Assistant. 

 
 

Studio Photography Course #7764/7765
Prerequisite: SLR camera with manual shutter speed and aperture; Photography 2, Digital Photo-Illustration, $35.00 Lab 

Fee, and Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester or Year / .5 to 1.0 credit Satisfies: .5 to 1.0 Fine Arts or .5 to 1.0 

Occupational Ed, or .5 to 1.0 Elective 
 
This photography course will enable students to recognize and build their individual strengths and interests.  Students will 
have the opportunity to further enhance their understanding and technical skills as emphasis are placed on individual 
expression, composition, and technique. 

 
 

Yearbook Staff Photographer Course #7766/7767
Prerequisite: Completion of Photography 2 or Digital Photo-Illustration and Teacher approval (No Fee) 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester or Year / .5 to 1.0 credit Satisfies: .5 to 1.0 Fine Arts or .5 to 1.0 

Occupational Ed, or .5 to 1.0 Elective 
 
The main emphasis of this class is taking, developing, organizing, and providing photos for the yearbook.  Students are also 
responsible for developing creative ways to present photos in the yearbook.  There is coursework specific to photographing 
people and events.  This class requires time outside of class, since the students are responsible for taking photos at various 
class/school activities.  (May be repeated for credit with instructor’s approval) 
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TV Production and Broadcasting Level 1 Course #7786
Prerequisite: Photography 1 or Digital Photography and Teacher approval (No Fee) 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
Broadcast Team members receive instruction and experience, gathering, editing and broadcasting news and sports.  
Broadcast team members learn and use industry standard video recording and editing equipment.  Team members utilize 
communication skills including ad-libbing, reporting, interviewing, and play-by-play sports announcing.  They plan, produce 
and submit work for broadcast, sell advertisement, and cover school activities outside the school day.  Broadcast Team 
members utilize professional standards and practices when acquiring and preparing news for television broadcasting. 

 
 

TV Production and Broadcasting Level 2 Course #7787
Prerequisite: TV Production and Broadcasting Level 1 and Teacher approval (No Fee) 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Arts or .5 Elective 
 
Level 2 students take a leadership role in Broadcast team productions, broadcasts and advertising sales.  Level 2 students 
gain experience administering, directing, producing, editing, and programming television programs.  They organize, train, 
and manage a broadcast team in the production of a daily television show, a weekly television magazine, and special 
productions.  Broadcast Team members utilize professional standards and practices when acquiring and preparing news for 
television broadcasting. 
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Health Course #4550 or [4552 Zero Hr]
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Health Requirement 
 
This course covers units in anatomy and physiology of the body, human growth and development, mental health (to include 
decision-making skills, mental illnesses, self concept, stress management, and problem solving), social health, substance 
abuse, diseases, and careers.  It is recommended this course be taken as part of the ninth or tenth grade schedule. 
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Language Arts 9 Course #1410/1411
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grade 9 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Language Arts 
 
This class will focus on the basic structure of the three-part composition, unified paragraphs, and concise, fluent sentences.  
Basics of English grammar and usage will be included.  (Students will read, write, and talk about poems, short stories, plays, 
and novels.)  Each high school has a specific exit criterion focused toward the common goal of becoming effective writers. 

 
 
 

Language Arts 10 Course #1510/1511
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grade 10 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Language Arts 
 
This class builds on skills acquired during the freshmen year and will prepare students to write narrative, persuasive, and 
expository essays.  LA 10 will continue to review the basic elements of standard English usage and sentence fluency.  
Students will read, write, and talk about poems, short stories, plays, and novels.  Each high school has a specific exit 
criterion focused toward the common goal of becoming effective writers. 

 
 
 

Language Arts 10 Honors Course #1500/1501
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grade 10 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Language Arts 
 
This course for advanced students will build on the writing skills acquired during the freshmen year and will prepare the 
students to write persuasive, narrative, expository and analytical essays.  Students will read, write, and discuss poems, short 
stories, plays, novels and literature analysis in depth.  Each high school has a specific exit criterion focused toward the 
common goal of becoming effective writers. 

 
 
 

American Literature Course #1610/1611
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grade 11 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Language Arts 
 
This course is intended to give an understanding and appreciation of our American literary heritage.  The course will explore 
principal American writers from the colonial times to the present and provide necessary historical and social background for 
understanding.  Process writing based on literary works will be emphasized.  Writing pieces will be collected for the 
culminating project portfolio. 

 
 
 

American Literature Honors Course #1600/1601
Prerequisite: Completion of a rigorous summer assignment 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grade 11 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Language Arts 
 
This class is intended to help students planning to take Advanced Placement English Literature and/or World Literature as 
seniors.  The course will be a generally survey of American Literature that will focus on close analysis reading and writing 
skills.  Students are expected to be willing to read extensively from a standard American literature reading list, to write 
convincing and original analytical essays, to participate in class discussions and to complete an in depth research project on 
a single American author. 
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AP English Language and Composition (American Literature) Course #1620/1621
Prerequisite: Completion of a rigorous summer assignment 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grade 11 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Language Arts 
 
This course is a broad survey of American Literature and more books are required than in regular American Literature.  
Students are expected to read extensively, to write in many modes (including cogent analytical and argumentative essays) 
and to participate in class discussions.  The course offers preparation for students to earn college credit through the College 
Board’s Advanced Placement Examination. 

 
 

Creative Writing Course #1730
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Writing or .5 Elective 
 
This class emphasizes literary and expressive forms of writing with attention given to developing a unique style.  Students 
experiment with writing fiction, non-fiction and poetry; writing, sharing, and polishing creative work.  A second emphasis 
will be on organizing critical thinking skills, including a minimum of four process pieces. 

 
 

AP English Literature and Composition Course #1700/1701
Prerequisite: Completion of a rigorous summer assignment 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grade 12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: .5 Literature (S1) and .5 Writing (S2) 
 
This class is for students who like to read, think, share important ideas, and are courageous enough to embrace literature 
and explore its power and appeal.  Students will take some risks and stretch writing and discussion skills.  This course is a 
chance to experience a college level literature class.  Students read, analyze, discuss, and write about traditional and 
contemporary British/World literature.  They are prepared to take the AP Literature and Composition Exam given in May. 

 
 

British / World Literature Course #1800
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Literature or .5 Elective 
 
This course is designed to give significant literary exposure to the college-bound student.  Students read and discuss 
traditional and contemporary British/World literature.  Students appreciate and understand the values and dynamics of a 
different culture.   

 
 

College Composition Course #1740
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grade 12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Writing or .5 Elective 
 
This class is for college-bound students or any students desiring to improve their writing skills.  The course provides 
opportunities to write academic essays and formal research essays.  

 
 

Contemporary Literature Course #1880
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Literature or .5 Elective 
 
In this course, students read novels and watch films about issues that affect young adults in today’s society.  The emphasis 
in Contemporary Literature is on modern problems and the way modern authors are writing about them.  The class includes 
reading and viewing material with mature themes and language that may be offensive to some.   
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Mythology Course #1840
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Literature or .5 Elective 
 
Mythology, which consists of myths, hero-tales, legends, and fairy tales represents a society’s basic cultural and moral 
values, recorded in literary form.  Students will read the basic mythologies of Greece, Rome, Scandinavia and other world 
cultures.  Students will analyze the stories and trace parallel elements to show the basic kinship between peoples in spite of 
superficial differences.  Such study affords students a better understanding and appreciation of different cultures and a 
familiarity with mythology’s vast and varied influence on our language, literature and lifestyle. 

 
 

Reading / Writing Workshop Course #1720
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Writing or .5 Elective 
 
If you want to read faster and write better, take Reading/Writing Workshop.  By taking this class, students increase reading 
speed, an invaluable strategy for college, and learn strategic writing skills that will last a lifetime. 

 
 

Reading, Writing, Running Course #1750
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grade 12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Writing or .5 Elective 
 
This class capitalizes upon the popularity of running and motivates students to read and to write better.  Used as a 
generative subject and/or stimulus activity, running and running-related topics provide a wealth of possibilities for improving 
the reading and writing of students interested in running and physical fitness.  Students run two class periods per week. 

 
 

Science Fiction Course #1810
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Literature or .5 Elective 
 
This class will cover a variety of assigned science fiction readings dealing with themes pertinent to everyday life.  Both 
classic and modern novels will form the core of the program.  A number of short stories and outside readings dealing with 
science fiction will supplement this framework. 

 
 

Senior Writing Course #1710
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Writing or .5 Elective 
 
This course explores many different types of writing.  Depending on your individual plans and preferences, papers can be 
tailored for the needs of college prep; technical, business, or creative writing; or even simply personal expression. 

 
 

Shakespeare Course #1820
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Language Arts or .5 Elective 
 
This course is intended to give students an understanding and appreciation of the plays and sonnets of William Shakespeare 
through examination with emphasis on character, language, and relevancy.  This course will consider questions of 
authorship, sources, aesthetics, and history.  Students will be encouraged and supported as they develop skill in literary 
analysis and critical thinking.  Opportunities for students to demonstrate these skills will be provided through performance, 
discussion, dialectic journal, essay, and research. 
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Sports Literature Course #1860
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Literature or .5 Elective 
 
Students’ learning focus is on reading, writing, and discussion about “real” sports figures and fictional characters in novels, 
biographies, Sports Illustrated, and the Tri-City Herald.  Sports journalism and current sport issues are studied. 

 
 

Women Writers Course #1850
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grade 12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Literature or .5 Elective 
 
A variety of poetry, short stories, essays, drama, and novels by female authors, within historical contexts and cultural 
backgrounds, will be read and discussed.  Classical through contemporary works will be studied, thematically, and writing 
projects will help examine and clarify the universal elements in these important works. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Additional Language Arts Courses 
 

Reading 9 Course #1420/1421
Prerequisite: Referral by Teacher or Counselor 
Location: Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grade 9 
Length/Credit: Semester or Year / .5 to 1.0 credit Satisfies: .5 to 1.0 Elective 
 
This class can be taken for a year or a semester.  The class utilizes the skills students have entering the class.  The 
emphasis is to improve those skills to help students be more successful readers in other content areas. 

 
 
 

Drama as Literature Course #1954
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Literature, .5 Fine Arts, or .5 Elective 
 
This class is for students who are interested in literature related to theater.  The focus will be on theatrical literature from 
ancient Greek/Roman theater to the present.  Various plays from around the world will be read and discussed, with an 
emphasis on the Shakespeare plays not taught in other LA classes.  Students will acquire a basic knowledge of theater 
history and vocabulary.  They will complete a research project, and read plays outside of class.  Drama students will be 
expected to read and attend plays outside of class. 

 
 

Journalism Writing Production 1 Course #1530/1531
Prerequisite: Recommendation from current language arts teacher or approval of the journalism teacher 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
Students read and write nonfiction, including news stories, features, editorials, and reviews.  Students’ work may be 
published in the student newspaper.  Course covers censorship, freedom of the press, ethics, libel, and interview and 
research skills for writing various forms of journalism.  Course is required for students planning to work on the newspaper. 
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Journalism Writing Production 2 Course #1630/1631
Prerequisite: Journalism Writing Production 1 and approved for a staff position or have permission from the journalism 

teacher. 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Writing or .5 Elective 
 
This course may be taken for multiple semesters.  This is a non-fiction writing class with a major production component.  Its 
focus is the teaching of communication skills.  The production environment provides students an opportunity to develop 
advanced writing skills, leadership qualities, and management capabilities.  Other benefits include the ability to use 
computers and desktop publishing, and photographic equipment.  The class requires students to use judgment, show 
responsibility, be accurate and fair, and adhere to legal limitations as they exercise their free expression rights.  The 
production element of the class publishes the school newspaper.  Familiarity with computers recommended. 

 
 
 

Speech Course #1830
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Literature or .5 Elective 
 
This course develops students’ self-confidence through public speaking activities such as small group interaction, public 
speaking, debate, and oral interpretation of literature.  Speech students will learn techniques of preparation, organization, 
and delivery of speeches to persuade, to explain, to demonstrate, to presents facts, to counter and win arguments, and to 
speak on the spur of the moment.  Students will also learn skills in small group interaction, dynamics, roles and how to 
accomplish group objectives.  Students may be expected to read and discuss literature and speeches with emphasis on the 
use of language and persuasive techniques. 
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Algebra 1 Course #2440/2441
Prerequisite: Successful completion of 8th grade math 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grade 9 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
Topics in the first semester of this course include operations on signed numbers, linear equations and inequalities, 
properties of polynomials, graphing linear equations and inequalities, and an introduction to absolute value.  The second 
half of the year includes solving systems of equations, polynomials in more than one variable, radicals and radical 
expressions, rational algebraic expressions, and a brief introduction to quadratic equations.  The foundations of algebra and 
its relationship to geometry will be explored with emphasis placed on practical applications to many different fields.  This is 
a good basic course for students with technical careers or college in mind. 

 
 
 
Algebra 1A Course #TBD
Prerequisite: 8th grade Pre-Algebra and MAP score below 235 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grade 9 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: .5 Math and .5 Elective 
 
This is the first year of a two year Algebra 1 course designed for students who are working below grade level and who need 
extra time and skills practice to successfully complete Algebra 1.  Placement in this course is by assessment only.  Topics in 
the course include operations on signed numbers, linear equations and inequalities, properties of polynomials, graphing 
linear equations and inequalities, and an introduction to absolute value. 
 

 
 
Algebra 1 Lab Course #2444/2445
Prerequisite: MAP Assessment 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grade 9 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is designed for students who are working below grade level and need extra help to successfully complete 
Algebra 1.  Placement in this course is by assessment only.  This course will supplement Algebra 1 with additional review 
and reinforcement of pre-algebra and algebra topics.  Algebra 1 Lab is scheduled in a block with Algebra 1.  Students who 
successfully complete Algebra 1 with the lab will receive a math credit for Algebra 1 and an elective credit for the lab. 

 
 
 
Algebra Concepts Course #2530/2531
Prerequisite: This course is for students who have not successfully completed Algebra 1 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grade 10 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is for students who failed Algebra 1 in 9th grade.  Algebra Concepts deals with the general subjects of signed 
numbers, variables, equations, including quadratics, addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division of polynomials, 
factoring, algebraic fractions, radicals, and some work in graphing.  Topics from Geometry and Probability and Statistics will 
be introduced in support of the WASL. 

 
 
 
Algebra 1B Course #TBD
Prerequisite: Algebra 1A 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grade 10 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: .5 Math and .5 Elective 
 
This is the second year of a two year Algebra 1 course designed for students who are working below grade level and who 
need extra time and skills practice to successfully complete Algebra 1.  This course follows Algebra 1A.  Topics in the course 
include solving systems of equations, polynomials in more than one variable, radicals and radical expressions, rational 
algebraic expressions, and a brief introduction to quadratic equations. 
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Math Applications Course #2480/2481
Prerequisite: WASL Score 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
The curriculum presented in this course is written by the Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction and will be used 
on a state-wide basis for students who failed the WASL in 10th and/or 11th grade.  This course may be taken at the same 
time as another math class. 

 
 
 
Geometry Course #2550/2551
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Algebra 1 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course continues to develop the concepts in Algebra through an emphasis on coordinate graphing and measurement.  
It is a study of proofs in geometric settings followed by applications relating to areas, perimeters, circumference, and angle 
measures of various polygons and circles.  Some study is done in relation to special topics such as prisms, pyramids, 
spheres, cylinders, and cones.  This is an essential course for all college bound students and students interested in 
engineering, business, and technical fields. 
 
 
Geometry Honors Course #2450/2451
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Algebra 1 and teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grade 9 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is an in-depth study of proofs in geometric settings followed by applications relating to areas, perimeters, 
circumference, and angle measures of various polygons and circles.  Transformations, covering reflections, rotations, 
translations, and vectors are introduced.  A study of solids, such as prisms, cylinders, pyramids, cones, and spheres are also 
presented.  Although selected algebra topics are reviewed throughout the year, it is highly recommended that the student 
come in with a strong knowledge of algebra concepts.  This is an essential course for all college bound students and 
students interested in engineering, business, and technical fields. 

 
 
Geometry Concepts Course #2560/2561
Prerequisite: Teacher placement 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is for students who need additional reinforcement of algebra topics before taking a traditional geometry course.  
A significant part of this class will be devoted to a review of the algebra topics necessary for geometry and for success on 
the WASL exam.  The curriculum includes an introduction to geometry including applications relating to areas, perimeters, 
circumference, and angle measures of various polygons and circles.  Some study is done in relation to spatial topics such as 
prisms, pyramids, spheres, cylinders, and cones. 
 

 
Algebra 2 Course #2620/2621
Prerequisite: “C” or higher in both Algebra 1 and Geometry 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is a review and an in-depth continuation of the principles of first year algebra and an exploration of the 
additional topics of sequence and series, complex numbers, exponential and logarithmic functions, and the fundamental 
principles of probability.  Emphasis will be placed on the practical application of ideas to everyday situations.  This course is 
often a prerequisite to college math classes. 
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Algebra 2 / Trig Course #2640/2641
Prerequisite: Algebra 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grade 12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
Designed for seniors who desire more math after geometry but who cannot enroll in a regular Algebra 2 course because of 
lack of preparation or because of previous below average grades in a regular Algebra 2 class.  The course ends with an 8 to 
10 week basic introduction to Trigonometry 

 
 
Algebra 2 Honors Course #2630/2631
Prerequisite: “B” or higher in Geometry Honors, “B+” or higher in Geometry or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grade 10 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is a review and an in-depth continuation of the principles of first year algebra and an exploration of the 
additional topics of sequence and series, complex numbers, exponential and logarithmic functions, and fundamental 
principles of probability.  It will also include introductions to the study of conic sections and trigonometry. 

 
 
Precalculus Course #2660/2661
Prerequisite: “C” or higher in Algebra 2 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course provides an in-depth study of trigonometry along with the study of analytic geometry, matrices, probability, and 
algebraic, exponential and logarithmic functions and their graphs in preparation for a course in calculus.  Precalculus is 
strongly recommended for students anticipating careers in science, medicine, engineering, business or mathematics. 

 
 

Precalculus Honors Course #2670/2671
Prerequisite: “B” or higher in Algebra 2 Honors or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course provides an in-depth study of trigonometry along with the study of analytic geometry, matrices, probability, and 
algebraic, exponential and logarithmic functions and their graphs in preparation for a course in calculus.  It will conclude 
with a study of limits in preparation for Calculus.  Precalculus is strongly recommended for students anticipating careers in 
science, medicine, engineering, business or mathematics.  

 
 
Calculus Course #2700/2701
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Precalculus 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grade 12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
Work includes the analytic preparation and review of functions necessary to pursue limits, derivatives and integrals.  
Applications of the derivative and integral are explored.  A graphing calculator is required.  See instructor. 

 
 
 
AP Calculus (AB Level) Course #2710/2711
Prerequisite: “C” or higher in Precalculus Honors or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grade 12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is equivalent to two quarters of college calculus.  Topics covered include limits, derivatives, integrals and their 
applications.  Extensive use is made of graphing calculator technology.  Students may receive up to two quarters of college 
credit by taking the Advanced Placement Exam.  Calculus is strongly recommended for students anticipating careers in 
science, medicine, engineering, business or mathematics. 
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AP Calculus (BC Level) Course #2714/2715
Prerequisite: “B+” or higher in Precalculus Honors or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grade 12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is equivalent to a year of college calculus.  Topics covered include derivatives, integrals and their applications, 
infinite series, and the calculus of parametric and polar equations.  Extensive use is made of graphing calculator technology.  
Students may receive up to one year of college credit by taking the Advanced Placement Exam.  Calculus is strongly 
recommended for students anticipating careers in science, medicine, engineering, business or mathematics. 

 
 
 
Calculus III Course #2718/2719
Prerequisite: “B+” or higher in AP Calculus AB or AP Calculus BC or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grade 12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is equivalent to third quarter calculus at most universities.  Topics covered will include:  Parametric Equations 
and Polar Coordinates, Infinite Sequences and Series, Vectors and the Geometry of Space, Vector Functions, Partial 
Derivatives, Multiple Integrals, and Vector Calculus. 
 
This course is intended for student who have successfully completed Advanced Placement Calculus and who want to 
continue to maintain and improve their math skills.  It is appropriate for students who anticipate a science or math related 
college major.  Students who have not previously taken the BC Advanced Placement Calculus Exam may take the test for 
college credit.  Students who have previously received less than a 5 on the BC Advanced Placement Calculus Exam may 
choose to retake the test. 

 
 
 
AP Statistics Course #2680/2681
Prerequisite: “B” or higher in Algebra 2 or “C” or higher in Precalculus 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Math or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course introduces students to the major concepts and tools for collecting, analyzing, and drawing conclusions from 
data.  Students are exposed to four broad conceptual themes: Exploring Data, Planning a Study, Anticipating Patterns, and 
Statistical Inference.  Students may receive one semester of college credit by taking the Advanced Placement Exam.  This 
course is recommended for students anticipating careers in the humanities.  It is suggested as a supplemental course (in 
addition to Precalculus and Calculus) for students anticipating careers in science, medicine, engineering, business or 
mathematics.  It is recommended that students who plan on taking Statistics as a supplemental course take it the same

Advanced Strength Training Course #6834
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Weights & Agility and/or Teacher approval 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 PE or .5 Elective 
 
This class is designed for all highly motivated students who wish to reduce the risk of injury by improving his/her overall 
strength, speed, and agility through the use of core Olympic lifts (including overhead lifts), plyometric exercises, dumbbell 
training, core training, agility drills, and competitive games.  This class is open to experienced lifters who have met the 
prerequisite requirements.  This class will build on each student’s previous strength training experience and refine lifting and 
sprinting techniques as well as provide instruction in program design, periodization, and sports nutrition.  This class may be 
taken as Pass/Fail for those students who have met the 1.5 credit Physical Education graduation requirement. 

 
 
Aerobics / Step Aerobics Course #6510
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 PE or .5 Elective 
 
This class offers the latest in aerobic workouts.  Students will do aerobics, step aerobics and Power Pump.  Students will be 
expected to jog one day a week.  Designed for students to improve their self-image and reinforce knowledge of health and 
fitness.  Daily participation and attendance will determine a student’s final grade. 

 
 
Athletic Strength & Conditioning Course #6634 or [6632 Zero Hr]
Prerequisite: Passing Grade in PE or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 PE or .5 Elective 
 
This course is designed for students that participate in athletics.  This comprehensive strength and conditioning program 
includes Weight Training (Olympic and Traditional Lifts), Speed and Agility drills, Plyometric activities, Balance and 
Coordination movements, and Core exercises.   

 
 
Basketball Course #6650
Prerequisite:  
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 PE or .5 Elective 
 
This course is designed for the student who wants to become a better basketball player.  The class provides a positive and 
fun learning environment that will help each individual develop fundamental skills as well as the incorporation of team 
concepts through competition.  The class will consist of skill development, games, contests, and other fun activities. 

 
 
Fitness Lab Course #6446
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 PE or .5 Elective 
 
This course is designed for students who wish to enhance their overall level of physical fitness by participating in a 
customized personal activity program.  Students will participate in testing to determine their present level of fitness, then 
develop and participate in a program they design that will improve or maintain that level.  Daily participation, attendance 
and successful plan development will determine a student’s final grade.  This class will fulfill the classroom based 
assessment for Health and Fitness that will be required of high school students beginning 2008. 
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General Physical Education Course #6420 or [6422/6423 Zero Hr]
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 PE or .5 Elective 
 
This course consists of a variety of activities designed to promote health and fitness through active participation in 
individual, team and large group activities.  Daily participation and attendance will determine a student’s final grade.  This 
class is also offered 0 hour. 

 
 
Individual & Dual Sports Course #6540
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 PE or .5 Elective 
 
This course consists of a variety of activities designed to promote and improve health and fitness.  Students will participate 
in activities such as golf, tennis, archery, badminton, eclipse ball and pickleball, as well as general fitness activities.  Daily 
participation and attendance will determine a student’s final grade. 

 
 

Lifetime Sports Course #6580
Prerequisite:  
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 PE or .5 Elective 
 
This course consists of varied lifetime activities.  Emphasis is placed upon activities that can be done alone or in small 
groups.  These activities are interesting because they are challenging and do not require you to be extremely athletic.  The 
student’s daily participation, attendance, testing, and improvement are factors that determine grades. 

 
 

Power Walking Course #6590
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 PE or .5 Elective 
 
This course is designed for the student who wants to improve their overall fitness level through low impact walking.  
Additionally, the student will gain knowledge about the general health and fitness benefits that walking provides.  Daily 
participation and attendance will determine a student’s final grade.  This class will be held outdoors on most days. 

 
 

Racquet Sports Course #6640
Prerequisite:  
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 PE or .5 Elective 
 
This course is designed to introduce students to racquet sports such as tennis, badminton, pickle-ball, table tennis, and 
eclipse ball. 

 
 

Spin & Lift Course #6444
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 PE or .5 Elective 
 
Goals for this course include developing a healthy level of cardiovascular fitness through the use of “spinning” bikes, and 
improving the student’s overall strength level by participating in an individualized weight lifting program.  Daily participation 
and attendance will determine a student’s final grade.  This class will be held in the Fitness Center. 
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Team Sports Course #6670
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 PE or .5 Elective 
 
This course consists of a variety of activities designed to promote and improve health and fitness through participation in 
team sports.  Students will participate in activities such as volleyball, basketball, team handball, hockey, soccer, and 
broomball, as well as general fitness activities.  Daily participation and attendance will determine a student’s final grade. 

 
 

Volleyball Course #6610
Prerequisite:  
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 PE or .5 Elective 
 
This course is designed for the student who wants to become a better volleyball player.  Students will learn the different 
types of offense and defense as well as the proper way to pass, set, spike, block, and serve.  The class will offer a positive 
and fun learning environment that will develop individual skills as well as team concepts.  Team play will include six and six 
as well as three and three. 

 
 

Weights & Agility Course #6630 or [6532/6533 Zero Hr]
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 PE or .5 Elective 
 
This class is for any student who wishes to improve his/her strength, speed, agility, quickness, and overall fitness level 
through a variety of activities which include: free weight Olympic lifts, dumbbell and machine exercises, low level 
plyometrics (jump training), form running, and low organized games.  This class will introduce the student to proper lifting 
techniques, lifting terminology, weight room safety, and nutrition.

Chemistry 
 
Applied Chemistry Course #4530/4531
Prerequisite: Algebra 1 with a “C” average or above 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Science or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is designed for students who have some interest in and/or need for some basic understanding of Chemistry.  These 
are students who will not be majoring in science but still have the desire to be scientifically literate citizens.  The course will be 
taught as a lab-centered class with the students learning basic ideas of chemistry that apply to everyday life. 

 
 
 
Chemistry Course #4520/4521 or [4522/4523 Zero Hr]
Prerequisite: Algebra 1 with a “B” average or above 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Science or 1.0 Elective 
 
Chemistry is a college prep class designed to prepare the student for first-year college chemistry.  The study of chemistry 
deals with the physical things in nature and the chemical changes they undergo.  The student learns to understand chemical 
reactions as they relate to daily life. 

 
 
 
AP Chemistry Course #4610/4611
Prerequisite: Chemistry and Algebra 2 with a “B” average or above or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Science or 1.0 Elective 
 
AP Chemistry is designed to meet the objectives of a college-level, general chemistry course and is recommended and 
provides a strong science background for students interested in medical and engineering professions.  It covers topics such 
as structure of matter, kinetics, solutions, and thermodynamics, along with other topics common to a first-year college 
chemistry course.  Laboratory work is a major part of the course.  It may include laboratory work outside of class time.  The 
Advanced Placement Examination in chemistry will be available during the second semester of this course. 

 
 

Earth Science 
 
Earth Science Concepts Course #4536
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grade 9 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Science or .5 Elective 
 
This semester course is focused on the earth science grade level expectations and is designed to use an inquiry approach 
giving students an overview of many earth science topics such as geology, meteorology, astronomy, and oceanography.  
This course includes emphasis on the scientific process and is one piece in helping students meet the requirements for 
WASL exam in 10th grade. 

 
 

 
Earth Science Course #4440/4441
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Science or 1.0 Elective 
 

This one year lab science is designed for science-oriented students interested in earth topics and non-science students 
interested in a general earth science background.  A number of earth-environmental effects due to both man and nature will be 
studied.  General topics include geology, hydrology, weather, tectonics and astronomy.   
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Integrated Science 
 
Environmental Science I & II Course #4434/4435
Prerequisite: None 
Location: River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: 2 Semesters/ 0.5 credit per semester Satisfies: .5 to 1.0 Science 
 

The first semester is a study of ecosystems, cycles of matter & energy, and the human impact on those systems.  This class 
does an in-depth look at local river ecosystems and salmon survival issues.  Second semester studies population models, 
biodiversity, species adaptation, and global issues affecting life on Earth. 

 
 
Forensic Science Course #4560
Prerequisite: None 
Location: River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester/ 0.5 credit Satisfies: .5 Science 
 

This class is designed to introduce the area of Forensic Science.  Topics will include areas of Chemistry (toxicology, 
instrumental analysis, hair and fiber), Biology (DNA analysis, Entomology, Physiology, Pathology), and Physical Science 
(Ballistics, Accident reconstruction, Geology).  Learning objectives will also focus on problem solving, with an emphasis on 
writing, using experimentation, theorization, research forensic methodologies, data analysis, and evidence-based 
conclusions.  Students will write reports that record their results, conclusions, and analyses of case studies and 
investigations. 

 
 
General Science I & II Course #4490/4491
Prerequisite: None 
Location: River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: 2 Semesters/ 0.5 credit per semester Satisfies: .5 to 1.0 Science or .5 to 1.0  Elective 
 

Topics will include an introduction to Biology, Chemistry, Earth Science and Physical Science.  Students completing these 
courses should have a basic understanding of scientific concepts, the cyclic nature of matter in science, and the basics of 
experimental design.  

 
 
Integrated Science Course #4494/4495
Prerequisite: None 
Location: River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-10 
Length/Credit: 2 semesters/ 0.5 credit per semester Satisfies: .5 to 1.0 Science or .5 to 1.0  Elective 
 

This yearlong class explores science topics related to issues affecting sustainability issues for all life on Earth.  Students will 
be actively investigating issues through hands-on science that covers major themes found in biology, chemistry, physics, 
and earth sciences.   

 
 
Physical Science Course #4410/4411
Prerequisite: None 
Location: River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: 2 Semesters/ 0.5 credit per semester Satisfies: .5 to 1.0 Science or .5 to 1.0  Elective 
 

This class will allow students to complete a year’s study of both Physics and Chemistry.  Physical Science is an engaging, 
inquiry-based course that is aligned directly with district goals and state science goals.   
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Living Science 
 
 
Biology Concepts Course #4458/4459
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grade 10 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Science or .5 Elective 
 
This year long course focuses on chemistry and biology grade level expectations.  Topics include basic chemistry, cells, 
genetics, ecology, and evolutionary processes.  This class includes emphasis on the scientific process and is one piece in 
helping students meet the requirements for WASL exam in 10th grade. 

 
 
Biology Course #4450/4451
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Science or 1.0 Elective 
 
Biology is the study of life.  A study of general biology will involve: 1) a study of the living and non-living relationships common 
to all living things; 2) a study of the diversity of life, plant, animals, and Protista kingdoms; 3) an understanding of the nature 
of scientific inquiry; 4) the use of tools, equipment, and procedures involved in studying science; 5) how biology impacts 
human life; and 6) an understanding and appreciation of the biological basis of environmental problems. 

 
 
Human Physiology & Anatomy Course #4540/4541
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Science or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is for students interested in health and the human body.  It includes studying the structure and function of the 
body systems.  This course will include dissections for comparison to the human body. 

 
 
Honors Human Physiology and Anatomy Course #4544/4545
Prerequisite: Biology or Chemistry with a “C” average or above 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Science or 1.0 Elective 
 
How can a muscle contract 100 times a second?  Why does the stomach secrete hydrochloric acid?  Modern physiology seeks 
to understand how the body functions as a series of integrated systems.  Also studied are fitness, diet, stress and other major 
topics of interest.  This is a good exploratory course for students interested in medical professions and related fields.  This 
course will include dissections for comparison to the human body. 

 
 
AP Biology Course #4510/4511 or [4512/4513 Zero Hr]
Prerequisite: Chemistry 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Science or 1.0 Elective 
 
Advanced Placement Biology is designed to meet the objectives of a college level general biology course, and is recommended 
for students interested in medical, biological professions and/or a strong science background.  Advanced Placement Biology 
presents the life sciences as an integrated body of knowledge, principle, and theory, and as a unified science, attempting to 
explain the naturally occurring phenomena of the world.  The Advanced Placement Examination in biology will be available 
during the second semester of this course. 
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AP Environmental Science Course #4534/4535
Prerequisite: Two laboratory science classes, preferably Chemistry and Biology, or Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Science or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is an introductory college course in environmental science, and provides students with the scientific principles, 
concepts and methodologies required to understand the interrelationships of the natural world, to identify and analyze 
environmental problems both natural and human-made, to evaluate the relative risks associated with these problems, and 
to examine alternative solutions for resolving and/or preventing them.  The Advanced Placement Examination in 
environmental science will be available during the second semester of this course. 

 
 

 
 

Physics 
 
Physics Concepts Course #4628
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grade 9 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Science or .5 Elective 
 
This semester course is focused on the physics grade level expectations and is designed to use an inquiry approach giving 
students an overview of many physics topics such as motion, force, systems, and energy.  This class includes emphasis on 
the scientific process and is one piece in helping students meet the requirements for WASL exam in 10th grade. 

 
 
Conceptual Physics Course #4710/4711
Prerequisite: Algebra 1 with a “C” average or above.  1 year of high school science is recommended but not required. 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Science or 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is designed to build a strong conceptual understanding of physical principles ranging from classical mechanics to 
modern physics.  Conceptual understanding is reinforced through activities and scientific investigations.  Students will 
explore the same five units as those enrolled in Physics with an emphasis on understanding concepts rather than 
mathematical solutions. 

 
 
Physics Course #4620/4621 or [Zero Hr. 4622/4623]
Prerequisite: Geometry or concurrent enrollment in Geometry with Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Science or 1.0 Elective 
 
Physics is made up of five closely connected units: 1) measurement of space, time, and matter; 2) motion and mechanical 
energy; 3) light and wave characteristics; 4) electricity and magnetism; 5) the atom and nucleus.  Emphasis is placed on the 
fundamental physical principles in each area.  The class shows all students how fundamental principles can explain what they 
see happening in their physical world.  Tests, labs, lectures, class demonstrations, and participation are all integral parts of the 
class. 

Introduction to Biotechnology Course # 4780/4781  
Prerequisite: Biology and 10th grade science WASL 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year/ 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Science or 1.0 Elective 
 
Biotechnology is the science of the 21st Century integrating life, chemical, physical, and math concepts.  The key to solving 
crimes and developing new vaccines, antibiotics, pharmaceuticals for disease, agriculture products, waste management, and 
the development of many other industrial and consumer products relies on scientifically knowledgeable and skilled people 
who are willing to explore new creative ideas to solve scientific problems.  This course is designed for students to conduct 
inquiry-based laboratory investigations integrating fundamental concepts of the field of biotechnology with the skills needed 
for four-year higher education, and technical training programs.  Students will have the opportunity to develop skills that are 
used in the modern scientific laboratory.   At the completion of this course, students should be better able to prepare 
laboratory procedures using current biotechnology equipment and protocols.  
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AP Physics B Course #4720/4721
Prerequisite: Concurrent enrollment in Honors Precalculus or  Concurrent enrollment in Precalculus, Algebra 2 with a “B” 

average or above and Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Science or 1.0 Elective 
 
Advanced placement Physics B is an accelerated first year physics course or a standard second year course that covers 
mechanics, thermal physics, electricity and magnetism, waves, optics, and nuclear and atomic physics similar to topics in a 
first year college physics course including laboratory experience.  This course prepares students for the AP Physics B Exam 
given in May. 

 
 
 
AP Physics C Course #4730/4731
Prerequisite: Precalculus* with a “B” average or above and Teacher approval, AP Calculus with a “C” average or above, 

or concurrently with AP Calculus  
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grade 12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Science or 1.0 Elective 
 
Advanced placement Physics C is a college level course that covers fewer topics than AP Physics B, but offers a wider 
mathematical understanding than AP Physics B.  The physics topics are divided into two main units 1) Mechanics, and 2) 
Electricity and Magnetism that are typically covered in a 1st year Engineering college physics course including laboratory 
experience.  This course prepares students for the AP Physics C Exam given in May.   
*Some colleges may only give engineering physics credit if AP calculus has been completed also.

Washington State History Course #3430
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Elective 
 
This course is a survey of Washington State history from discovery and settlement to the present day.  Twelfth grade 
students who transfer from outside Washington State who have or will have earned three (3) credits in social studies at time 
of graduation may submit a request to the principal for a waiver of the Washington State History requirement.  If 
Washington State History is not successfully completed in grade 7; it must be taken and passed as an elective during grades 
9-12.   

 
 

20th Century U.S. History Course #3420 or [3422 Zero Hr]
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-10 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 US History or .5 Elective 
 
This course is a continuation of United States History from 8th grade.  The course will survey major foreign and domestic 
developments and their political, social, and economical impact.  Specifically, the course will examine foreign policy issues 
involved in America's wars since 1898, and will include the reform movements and social changes of the 20th century, and the 
major economic changes affecting American life throughout the period.  

 
 

World Geography Course #3410
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-10 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 World Geography or .5 Elective 
 
Students learn how geography impacts American society and how the interrelationship of nations affects our world.  
Students study basic geographical topics, spatial relationships among nations, and physical features in our world.  The study 
also explores geography's effect on human culture and the political, social, and economic interdependence of the world's 
people. 

 
 
 

Area Studies 
 
 

Ancient / Medieval History Course #3640
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS,  Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Area Studies or .5 Elective 
 
This course will serve primarily as a survey of Western civilization from ancient times to the Renaissance.  Topics include 
civilizations of the Fertile Crescent, Egypt, Greece, Rome, and Medieval Europe.   Civilizations outside of the Western 
tradition may be included as special units.  This course will involve intensive reading, writing, and project completion, 
requiring students to process history, not just memorize facts. 

 
 

Modern World History Course #3670
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12  
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Area Studies or .5 Elective 
 
A survey of Western Civilization beginning with the Renaissance and ending with World War I and its aftermath.  Other topics 
include: the Reformation, the enlightenment, the Age of Revolution, and the Napoleonic Wars and World War I. 
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Art History Course #3580
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Area Studies or .5 Elective 
 
Architecture, painting and sculpture are used as media to introduce the dynamics of cultures and civilizations.  Students 
enrolled in fall semester will begin with Egyptian monuments, continuing through Classical art, medieval architecture, and 
Renaissance ideals.  Students enrolled in spring semester will begin at the Renaissance and continue through the Baroque, 
Romantic and modern periods.  The course requires significant amounts of reading and DOES NOT count as a Fine Arts 
credit.  This class is only offered in even-numbered school years, i.e., 2010-2011. 

 
 

AP Art History Course #3500/3501
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: .5 Area Studies & .5 Elective 
 
This year-long course provides a survey of Western art from Ancient Egypt through the 20th Century.  Art from regions 
outside of Europe will also be considered as part of the AP curriculum.  Work will range from activity based projects to 
lecture and research papers.  Upon successful completion of the class, students will be well-prepared for the AP exam in 
May, which they are expected to take.  AP Art History fulfills the Social Studies Area Studies requirement, but it DOES NOT 
count as a Fine Arts credit.  This class is only offered in even-numbered school years, i.e., 2010-2011. 

 
 

AP European  History Course #3680/3681
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: .5 Area Studies & .5 Elective 
 
AP European History develops an understanding of the main themes in modern European history. Analyzing historical 
evidence and reading critical literary narratives is integrated chronologically into a study of modern Europe.  Using a college-
level textbook, this course begins with the Renaissance and concludes with the demise of communism in Eastern Europe, 
the reunification of Germany, and the crisis of global terrorism.  This course is offered in odd-numbered school years, i.e., 
2009-2010. 

 
 

AP World History Course #3674/3675
Prerequisite: Recommendation of Social Studies & Language Arts Teachers and a 3.0 cumulative GPA 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12  
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: .5 Area Studies & .5 Elective 
 
There is a mandatory summer project to complete immediately before a student begins the course in the fall.  This course is 
a discrete, college-level survey of world history from Ancient times to World War I.  It will involve significant amounts of 
reading, writing, and researching.  The Advanced Placement student will surpass the requirements of Ancient Medieval 
History and Modern World History.  Students are expected to take the Advanced Placement test, which is given in May.  
Students taking the full year of AP World History fulfill the Area Studies requirement for their Social Studies credits. 

 
 

Asian / African Studies Course #3590
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Area Studies or .5 Elective 
 
This course is a survey of the history and culture of Japan, India, China, and the Republic of South Africa.  Attention is given 
to the social, political, and economic problems in these nations.  This class is only offered in odd-numbered school years, 
i.e., 2009-2010. 
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Behavioral Studies 
 
 

Sociology Course #3620
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12  
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Behavioral Studies or .5 Elective 
 
This course is an introduction to the basic principals of Sociology, the study of the social patterns of groups in society.  Major 
themes may include culture, groups, collective behavior and social problems.  Sociology also emphasizes the role of various 
social institutions in our present day society. 

 
 
Anthropology Course #3630
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12  
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Behavioral Studies or .5 Elective 
 
How do humans use culture to adapt and survive in a changing world?  In Anthropology, students will examine the cultural 
and biological characteristics of human behavior.  The course will include human evolution and adaptation, the development 
of tools, the agricultural revolution, archaeology, and early societies.  We will also look at language and cultural traditions to 
evaluate how they meet the needs of people.  A college level textbook is used for Anthropology.  At HHS this class is only 
offered in odd-numbered school years, i.e., 2009-2010. 

 
 

Psychology Course #3610
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12  
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Behavioral Studies or .5 Elective 
 
This course is an introduction to the basic principles of Psychology, the science of human behavior.  Units of study may 
include biological influences on behavior, learning theory, theories of personality, mental illness, and human growth and 
development. 

 
 
AP Psychology Course #3618/3619
Prerequisite: Initial Psychology course and Teacher recommendation 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 11-12  
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Elective 
 
This course will build on the initial understanding of the brain and human behavior taught in the introductory Psychology 
class.  Topics covered will assist the student in preparing for the AP Test in May, and will include research methods, 
sensation and perception, motivation and emotion, treatment of Psychological Disorders, and Social Psychology.  A Review 
Guide will need to be purchased by the student.  Offered Spring semester only. 
 
 

Government 
 

AP U.S. History Course #3700/3701
Prerequisite: Recommendation of Social Studies & Language Arts Teachers and a 3.0 cumulative GPA 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: .5 US Government & .5 Elective 
 
This course will be an intensive, college-level survey of U.S. History from colonization to the present.  A high level of reading 
and writing skills is necessary, since students write and defend papers in a seminar setting.  In addition, students should 
expect numerous position/research papers.  Students are expected to take the Advanced Placement Test, which is given in 
May.  Students completing the full year of AP U.S. History fulfill the U.S. Government requirement. 
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U.S. Government Course #3720
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12  
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Government or .5 Elective 
 
This course is a survey of American government in theory and practice.  Topics include the study of foundation documents 
of government, including the U.S. Constitution and Bill of Rights, individual rights and responsibilities, politics in America, 
and branches of federal, state, and local government. 

 
 
 

Contemporary World Problems 
 
 

International Problems Course #3730
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12  
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Contemporary World Problems or .5 

Elective 
This course presents an in-depth analysis of four or five major issues confronting our world.  Topics may include: 
nationalism, war and peace in the nuclear age, the role of the United Nations in solving world problems, the breakup of 
Yugoslavia, the Middle East, the gap between rich and poor nations, population, terrorism and other current issues. 

 
 

Economics Course #3750
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 11-12  
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Contemporary World Problems or .5 

Elective 
This course is an introduction to the basic concepts and institutions of the American economic system.  Macro and micro 
economic topics such as markets, prices, labor organizations, money, inflation and international trade are considered.  A 
section on political economics and economic systems is included.  Upon successful completion of the course, students may 
elect to receive either a Social Studies credit (CWP) or the required Consumer Economics credit, but not both. 

 
 

War & Peace Course #3740
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grade 12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Contemporary World Problems or .5 

Elective 
An inquiry into some of the perplexing issues of war and peace.  Topics include:  causes of war, the rise of Hitler, war crimes, 
nuclear deterrence, and the problems of the United Nations.

20th Century US History Concepts Course #3424/3425
Prerequisite: Teacher placement 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grade 9 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: .5 US History and .5 Elective 
 
This course is a continuation of United States History from 8th grade.  The course will survey major foreign and domestic 
developments and their political, social, and economical impact.  Specifically, the course will examine foreign policy issues 
involved in America's wars since 1898, and will include the reform movements and social changes of the 20th century, and the 
major economic changes affecting American life throughout the period.  Additional time will be spent on reading and writing 
skills during the breadth of the course.  
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World Geography Concepts Course #3414/3415
Prerequisite: Teacher placement 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grade 10 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: .5 World History and .5 Elective 
 
Students learn how geography impacts American society and how the interrelationship of nations affects our world.  
Students study basic geographical topics, spatial relationships among nations, and physical features in our world.  The study 
also explores geography's effect on human culture and the political, social, and economic interdependence of the world's 
people.  Additional time will be spent on reading and writing skills during the breadth of the course. 

 
 
AP Human Geography Course #3418/3419
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: .5 Geography & .5 Elective 
 
This year long course covers topics such as population, migration, cultures, language, religion, ethnicity, gender, economic 
development, and natural resources on a variety of scales.  This class covers topics otherwise not covered in World 
Geography and many topics are covered in much more detail. 
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French 
 

French 1 Course #5430/5431
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
Students acquire moderate linguistic proficiency in such areas as self-description, classes and school supplies, time, 
weather, hobbies and sports, food and restaurants, and family life.  Oral communication is stressed.  We will cover basic 
grammatical skills in the present and past tenses.  Students are exposed to French culture through a variety of materials 
and activities including art, music, dance, and research projects. 

 
 
French 2 Course #5530/5531
Prerequisite: Successful completion of French 1l 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
Students continue their study of French culture and language.  Use of the language in the classroom is stressed.  Students 
will learn conversational language in the areas of travel, visiting and staying with families, shopping and meals in France, 
vacation activities, school vocabulary, health and the body, and weekend activities.  We will cover intermediate grammatical 
skills such as the passé composé and imparfait tenses, reflexive verbs, and pronoun usage.   

 
 
French 3 Course #5630/5631
Prerequisite: Successful completion of French 2 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
Students continue their study of French culture and language.  Active use of the language in the classroom is stressed.  We 
will cover more advanced grammatical skills such as the future and conditional tenses, the subjunctive, relative pronouns, as 
well as the comparative and superlative.  Students will acquire vocabulary in the areas of vacation activities, driving and 
cars, household chores and social responsibilities, clothing and styles, future plans and careers, and family relationships. 

 
 
French 4/ UW French 103  Course #5734/5735
Prerequisite: Successful completion of French 3 or teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
This course is designed by the University of Washington as their French 103 course.  The course covers all areas of 
language learning (speaking, listening, reading, writing and knowledge of culture).  Students at the high school level may 
elect to take this course for UW credit at the current tuition rate, transferable to most US universities.  Successful 
completion of a 103-level course satisfies the UW exit requirement in foreign languages for most degree programs.  If 
students do not take the course for UW credit, they will receive high school credit for French 4.  Textbooks and student 
workbooks will be provided by the district. 

 
 
French 5 Course #5830/5831
Prerequisite: Successful completion of French 4 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
This class will be offered based on enrollment.  Students have the choice between following the French 4 curriculum or 
doing independent study based on their language needs or interests. 
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German 
 

German 1 Course #5440/5441
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 

Students acquire proficiency to confidently communicate in situations centered on self and family description, family life, 
shopping, hobbies, school interests, weather, and travel.  Oral communication in authentic situations is stressed.  Students 
are introduced to German culture through a variety of activities involving, art, music and skits.  Students study basic 
grammatical skills of German including the present tense, use of helping verbs, and the accusative case. 

 
 

German 2 Course #5540/5541
Prerequisite: Successful completion of German 1 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 

Students increase their facility in spoken and written German.  Vocabulary introduced revolves around the themes of travel, 
health and wellness, food, celebrations, and clothing.  Reading materials may include songs and simple literary texts both 
old and new.  Through these texts and other activities, culture will be introduced.  Students will be able to talk and write 
about the past using the appropriate tenses and will be able to talk about daily activities using reflexive verbs when 
appropriate.   

 
 

German 3 Course #5640/5641
Prerequisite: Successful completion of German 2  
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 

Active use of the language in the classroom is stressed.  Students will practice vocabulary focusing on the topics of vacation, 
travel, activities, teen culture, and food.  Students deepen their familiarity with German culture and history via literature 
written for young people.  In their speaking and writing, students will practice more advanced grammar structures such as 
the future tense, adjective endings, genitive case, two-way prepositions, and an introduction to the subjunctive.    

 
 

German 4 Course #5740/5741
Prerequisite: Successful completion of German 3 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 

Active use of the language in the classroom is stressed.  Motivated students deepen their appreciation and understanding of 
German culture by working with texts focused on current issues.  Students continue to study vocabulary and grammatical 
structures in order to refine their skills in speaking, reading, and writing.  (NOTE: Advanced classes may be combined using 
alternating materials each year.) 
 
 
AP German  

 
 

Course #5940/5941
Prerequisite: Successful completion of German 3 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 

This is an advanced German class that is structured to prepare students for the Advanced Placement test for German 
Language. 

 
 

German 5 Course #5840/5841
Prerequisite: Successful completion of German 4 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 

Students will work with German 4 students and independently to advance their study of the language with emphasis on 
conversational skills, composition, and independent reading.  Topics will be determined by student needs and interests. 
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 Russian 
 

Russian 1 Course #5450/5451
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
Students acquire moderate linguistic proficiency in such specific areas as time, weather, travel, and personal disposition.  
Oral communication is stressed.  Students study basic grammatical structures of Russian, and begin to read and write by 
first learning the Cyrillic alphabet.  Students are introduced to Russian culture through a variety of materials and activities. 

 
 

Russian 2 Course #5550/5551
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Russian 1 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
Students increase their facility in spoken and written Russian by expanding their vocabulary and by learning more complex 
grammatical structures.  Reading materials may include songs, newspaper and magazine articles, and simple literary texts.  
Students broaden their understanding of Russian culture. 

 
 

Russian 3 Course #5650/5651
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Russian 2 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
The students continue their study of Russian grammatical structures in order to enhance their skills in speaking, reading, 
and writing.  Active use of the language in the classroom is stressed.  Students deepen their appreciation of Russian culture.  
They begin a more formal study of the history and literature of Russia. 

 
 

Russian 4 Course #5750/5751
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Russian 3 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
Students continue their study of Russian grammatical structures in order to enhance their skills in speaking, reading, and 
writing.  Active use of the language in the classroom is stressed.  Students deepen their appreciation of Russian culture.  
More literary texts are studied.  (NOTE:  Advanced classes may be combined using a different set of materials each year.) 

 
 

Russian 5 Course #5850/5851
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Russian 4 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
Students use independent study to advance their study of the language with emphasis on conversational skills, composition, 
and independent reading. 

 
 

Spanish 
 

Spanish 1 Course #5420/5421
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
Students acquire moderate proficiency in listening, speaking, reading, and writing by studying fundamental Spanish 
vocabulary and grammar.  They are also introduced to the cultures of various Spanish-speaking countries.

Spanish 2 Course #5520/5521
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Spanish 1 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
Students increase their proficiency in listening, speaking, reading and writing of the Spanish language.  They broaden their 
vocabulary and continue the study of grammatical structures.  Reading selections are introduced and students broaden their 
understanding of various Spanish-speaking countries.   

 
 

Spanish 3 Course #5620/5621
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Spanish 2 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
Students continue their study of Spanish grammatical structures in order to enhance their skills in speaking, reading, and 
writing.  Active use of the language in the classroom is stressed.  Students deepen their appreciation of Spanish culture.  
They begin a more formal study of the history and literature of Spain and Spanish-speaking countries. 

 
 

Spanish 4 Course #5720/5721
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Spanish 3 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
Students now use Spanish to communicate, as the class is conducted in Spanish.  Listening to native speakers is 
emphasized through use of radio and television newscasts, movies, and taped stories.  Students read authentic Spanish 
materials, including international news reports from Internet resources, novels adapted for students, and unabridged short 
stories from Spanish and Latin American literature.  They write compositions in Spanish about materials read and retell 
orally and in writing what they understand from stories and newscasts.  All indicative tenses and subjunctive mood are 
reviewed.  Many idiomatic expressions are learned and there is a broad expansion of vocabulary.  Different aspects of the 
culture are compared and contrasted as students view current events in the twenty Spanish-speaking countries.  

 
 

AP Spanish Course #5920/5921
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Spanish 4 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
Students keep communicating solely in Spanish, as the class is conducted entirely in the target language.  Listening to 
native speakers is emphasized through use of radio and television newscasts, movies, and taped stories.  Students read 
authentic Spanish materials, including international news reports from Internet resources, novels adapted for students, and 
unabridged short stories from Spanish and Latin American literature.  They write compositions in Spanish about materials 
read, and retell orally and in writing what they understand from stories and newscasts.  All indicative tenses and the 
subjunctive mood are reviewed.  Listening, reading, writing and speaking are emphasized as students prepare to take the 
Advanced Placement Test in May.  They will have a practice Advanced Placement Test once a month.  The final test for this 
class will include a section of an old Advanced Placement Spanish exam. 

 
 

AP Spanish Literature Course #5924/5925
Prerequisite: Spanish 3, 4 or AP Spanish 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grade 12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective 
 
The AP Spanish Literature course is designed to provide students with a learning experience equivalent to that of a third-
year college course in Peninsular and Latin American literature.  The course is designed to introduce students to the formal 
study of a representative body of Peninsular and Latin American literary texts which include those on the AP Spanish 
Literature reading list.  Students read, analyze, discuss, compare, and write extensively on these selections. This course also 
maintains fluency and hones the skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing.  The literature prompts the refinement of 
vocabulary and grammar structures, but grammar is not studied in isolation.  Students enrolled in this course have 
completed four years of language study and have acquired an advanced understanding of structures with general 
proficiency.  The course will be taught primarily in Spanish.   
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Library Aide Course #See Counselor
Prerequisite: Librarian approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Elective 
 

The student assists in shelving books and keeping shelves in order, filing, checking specific titles in the catalog, word 
processing and database preparation, book processing, and running errands.  TAs receive either a Pass or a Fail grade.  The 
class will not count as one of the five regular classes, but must be a sixth or seventh class. 

 

 
 

Office Aide Course #See Counselor
Prerequisite: Counselor or Administrator approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Elective 
 

Duties vary, but generally the student fulfills such duties as filing, delivering telephone messages, running errands, and 
assembling materials.  Other duties are assigned.  The class will not count as one of the five regular classes, but must be a 
sixth or seventh class. 

 
 

Teacher’s Aide Course #See Counselor
Prerequisite: Teacher approval   
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 10-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Elective 
 

The academic workload will be equal to a regular class.  The student will be involved in assisting instruction and must be 
able to work independently to assist the teacher. 

 

 

Computer Science Course #8560
Prerequisite: None 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Occupational or .5 Elective 
 

Computer Science is mainly a programming course.  Students will study TRUE BASIC, Pascal, and C++ languages with a 
focus on writing well structured and documented programs.  Students will learn the vocabulary associated with computers, 
some of the other applications of the computer, and the history and impact on society of computers.  Students will learn 
how to set up and maintain hardware.  Students will perform computer trouble shooting, problem solving and networking 
for computer systems in the high school. 

Leadership Course #9720/9721
Prerequisite: Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS, Richland HS, River’s Edge HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Elective 
 

This is a class for elected student leaders, cheerleaders, and students wanting to develop leadership.  Topics include setting 
goals, planning for activities, project management for school activities, communication skills, group processes, and problem 
solving.  This is primarily a project-oriented class.  Varsity cheerleaders are required to take first semester and ASB 
Executive Council Officers are required to take both semesters of this class.  Leadership is also strongly recommended for 
class and club officers. 
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Yearbook – REHS  Course #9421
Prerequisite: None 
Location: River’s Edge HS Open to: All students 
Length/Credit: Semester / .5 credit Satisfies: .5 Fine Art or .5 Elective 
Students will work with staff and peers to document REHS yearly activities.  Students will actively participate in the 
creation, completion and distribution of the yearbook. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Yearbook – Columbian Course #9410/9411
Prerequisite: Teacher approval 
Location: Richland HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective* 
 
The annual class is a working study in the production of a high school yearbook.  Each day becomes an activity period for 
the staff members who function in a variety of job positions:  sales, advertising design, art, writing, photography, desktop 
publishing, editing and graphic design.  Only those students who can adapt well to the pressures of working under rigid 
deadlines and can spend time after school working on the yearbook should contemplate this course.  Above average writing 
skills are needed.  Applications and English teacher recommendations required.  Completion of Journalistic Writing 1 is 
required. (* If students pass both semesters they can receive .5 Elective and .5 Fine Arts credit) 

 
Yearbook – GYRE Course #9420/9421
Prerequisite: Teacher approval 
Location: Hanford HS Open to: Grades 9-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.0 credit Satisfies: 1.0 Elective* 
 
Students in this course are responsible for creating the school yearbook.  In workshop format, students brainstorm, choose, 
shape and publish.  Students are expected to practice professional journalistic expression and to assume the corresponding 
ethical responsibility for their publication.  Highly motivated and responsible students are needed to be artists, designers, 
journalists, computer technicians and business people.  Students in this hands-on course should expect to spend time 
outside of class to meet publication deadlines.   (* If students pass both semesters they can receive .5 Elective and .5 Fine 
Arts credit) 
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River’s Edge High School is an alternative high school in the Richland School District.  River’s Edge 
places an emphasis on providing an educational opportunity for students that are not having success in 
the traditional high school setting.  Richland School District students interested in attending River’s 
Edge High School must apply for admittance or be referred from their home high school before being 
accepted into a River’s Edge High School program.  Students outside of the Richland School District 
may apply as space is available.  There is a full-day campus program as well as a semi-independent 
study option.  Graduation requirements and course standards are the same as those at Richland and 
Hanford High Schools.  Opportunities include:
 

Accelerated 
This is the primary block scheduling program at River’s Edge.  District approved courses are offered 
by faculty teaching in teams with integrated, thematic curriculum.  Generally, there are 34 students 
assigned to teams of two teachers each.  One group is a literacy block for underclassmen, another 
works around a math/science theme, while the third focuses on language arts and social studies.  
The program is rigorous, student centered, and promotes strong interpersonal relationships 
between students and teachers.  Students apply for admission or are referred from their home high 
schools. 

 
Contract Learning 
There are a number of semi-independent learning opportunities available for students, primarily 
centered around the Contract Learning program.  Contract Learning allows students to attend 
school at River’s Edge for a minimum of five hours per week with the remainder of the work 
completed at home.  Students are expected to spend at least 20 hours per week working on school 
assignments independently.  Because independent study requires self-discipline and personal 
maturity, students are required to have at least 10 credits before they can be considered for 
enrollment in Contract Learning. 

 
Working with Individual Needs (WIN) 
WIN is a semi-independent learning opportunity designed for students with unique learning needs.  
Courses are available for students on the River’s Edge campus, and in special circumstances from 
home, using a computer based curricula approved by the district.  Enrollment is based on a referral 
process involving River’s Edge Staff. 

 
Additional Programs 
River’s Edge students have access to programs such as Tri-Tech Skills Center and Running Start.  
Students may be able to access additional courses at the comprehensive high schools. 

 
 
River’s Edge students may attend dances and participate in other school activities at their home high 
schools.  Students completing the required number of credits qualify for a regular diploma from River’s 
Edge High School. 
 
More detailed information about alternative programs at River’s Edge can be obtained by calling the 
principal or school social worker at 967-6450. 
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Tri-Tech offers juniors and seniors an opportunity to gain skills needed for entry-level jobs while 
earning their high school diploma.  Students earn 1.5 credits per semester upon successful 
completion of a Tri-Tech course.  Some classes offer equivalency credit upon approval.  Bus 
transportation is available to Tri-Tech (but not CBC).  All classes meet the Occupational Education 
requirement.  To register, contact your counselor. 
 

Auto Body Technology Course #8930/8931 
Prerequisite:  
Location: CBC Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
The Auto Body Technology (ABT) program provides training in auto bodywork using a combination of textbook assignments, lectures, lab 
demonstrations, and one on one assistance.  ABT is setup as a two-year program focusing on safety, tool identification and proper use, 
vehicle construction, minor body repair, sanding, painting components and techniques, estimating damaged vehicles, welding and other 
technical skills, knowledge and attitude to be successful in the automotive industry and continued education.  The program includes use of 
I-CAR professional training materials to meet National Automotive Technical Education Foundation (NATEF) requirements and standards, 
and earn related certifications.  Text Reading Level:  Written at college level. 

 
 

Auto Systems Technology Course #8800/8801 
Prerequisite:  
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
The Automotive Systems Technology (AST) program will train you for a variety of jobs within the industry, including automotive repair, 
record keeping, and business management.  Learn about the automotive service industry in an environment set up like an auto service 
department.  Students service and diagnosis vehicles, maintenance, tune-up and repair, brake and suspension repair, and wheel alignment.  
Course work is taught by an ASE Certified Instructor.  The course is designed as a two-year program, providing the skills and training 
necessary for Automotive Service Excellence (ASE) certification in brakes, suspension and steering, electrical and electronics systems, and 
engine performance.  In preparation for advanced training in this program, students must demonstrate commitment and a professional 
interest in the automotive service industry.  A good driving record is very important.  Text Reading Levels:  8.7, 10.1, and 11.5. 

 
 

Computer Systems Technician Course #8980/8981 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of computer systems class at home high school.   
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
This technical Computer System Technician program is designed to provide students with a working knowledge of computer technical 
support duties, responsibilities, and tools.  The technical support student will be able to determine faults and perform or recommend 
corrective action.  Students will work with diagnostic software and hardware, understand fundamental digital electronic principles, and gain 
a working knowledge of the microcomputer and the microprocessor.  The curriculum of this emphasis area is structured to prepare students 
for the A+ Certification examinations of the Computer Technology Industry Association.  Text Reading Level:  8.7+ 

 
 

Construction Trades Course #8940/8941 
Prerequisite:  
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
The Construction Trades program provides the foundation for further education in an apprenticeship program or specialized field, as well as 
training to allow students to go directly from school to a construction industry job.  Instruction includes the design and blueprint process; 
lot development; rough framing and carpentry' subfloor, wall, and roof construction; and proper and safe took use.  Text Reading Level:  
Written at college level. 

 
Cosmetology Course #8950/8951 
Prerequisite:  
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Seniors Only 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
The Cosmetology program prepares students for licensing by the Washington State Board of Cosmetology.  Licensing requirements consist 
of theory and practical application of theory.  A minimum of 1700 hours of instruction is required before a student can take the licensing 
examination.  Instruction and practice in the program include training for shampooing, scalp & hair analysis, haircutting & trimming, 
removal & trim of facial hair and also thermal/wet/dry hair styling.  Text Reading Level:  9.4 
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Culinary Arts Course #8810/8811 
Prerequisite:  
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
Culinary Arts at Tri-Tech is designed to prepare students for a promising career in the food or hospitality industry.  Your training will 
prepare you to work in restaurants, hotels and resorts.  Participants learn kitchen procedures, sanitation and safety, dining room service, 
menu planning and costing, baking/food preparation, banquet and catering service, hosting, and storeroom management.  You will take 
part in the operation of the Tri-Tech Cafe.  The well-respected Sodexho Corporation is an instructional partner for this program, helping 
students learn through hands-on experience in a real restaurant.  You will receive training towards American Culinary Federation 
Certification.  Additionally, you can earn up to 24 college credits with successful completion of the program.  Text Reading Level:  10.4 and 
12.0 

 
 

Dental Assisting Course #8830/8831 
Prerequisite:  
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
Students will learn oral anatomy, sterilization and disinfection, oral pathology, preventative, dentistry and radiography (x-ray).  Other 
course objectives include chair-side procedures, impressions and study models, safety standards and able to, students have the opportunity 
to participate in observations and internships.  Students must communicate well with others.  The student needs to be able to work 
independently in a diverse environment and as a team member.  Good manual dexterity and hand-eye coordination are required. 
 
Other aids to success in this program are the ability to work under pressure, to change working situations hourly, to be able to think on 
your feet, to read/comprehend technical dental information, and to memorize dental terms and procedures including anatomy and 
physiology.  Completion of this course provides a natural vehicle for prerequisite studies toward advanced training in dental hygiene.  

 
 

Diesel Technology Course #8840/8841 
Prerequisite:  
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
The Diesel Technology program is designed to train individuals in the technical knowledge and mechanical skills required to service, repair, 
and test various types of machinery and equipment.  The program includes instruction in the theory of internal combustion engines, diesel 
fuel systems, electrical, hydraulics, power trains, and machinery maintenance.  The program also includes training in basic shop skills, 
safety, and instrumentation.  Text Reading Level:  7.5, 8.7, 10.1, and 11.5.

Course # 
Prerequisite: Successful competition of DigiPen math assessment 
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
In the DigiPen program you will be trained in object-oriented programming languages, paradigms, and software engineering techniques and 
practices. You will also study the core building blocks of computer mathematics using trigonometry and higher math, computer 
programming in C++, 2D and 3D computer animation, and computer science. Additionally, game animation and programming requires 
teamwork to successfully complete projects, one of many valuable skills you will develop in this program. The skills needed for game-
oriented productions have a variety of applications far beyond the entertainment arena. With gaming technology you can realistically 
reproduce or simulate natural phenomena and real life events, like what is used for flight simulation, giving you many career options. 

 
 

Digital Video & TV Production Course #8910/8911 
Prerequisite:  
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
Digital Video & TV Production is designed to provide students with skills in digital video production, motion graphics, lighting, script writing, 
composition and creative editing techniques.  Tri-Tech’s video production program will introduce hard working students to career 
opportunities in broadcasting, graphics, movie making, advertising and journalism.  After mastering basic production skills and concepts the 
students produce creative news shows, short movies and commercials.  Qualifying students will have the opportunity to job shadow and 
intern at local TV stations, cable and independent production companies. 
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Early Childhood Education Course #8850/8851 
Prerequisite:  
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
Our Early Childhood Education program teaches you about working with young children.  The program covers the developmental stages of 
pre-school children and how to create lessons and work with young children.  The Tri-Tech Preschool is the only laboratory preschool in the 
Tri-City area.  You will gain hands-on experience with preschoolers in individual and group settings The Tri-Tech Pre-School is nationally 
accredited by the National Association for the Education of Young Children, one of only three in the Columbia Basin.  Students can earn up 
to 15 college credits towards the Early Childhood degree at Columbia Basin College.  Text Reading Level:  9.1 

 
 

Fire Fighting and Emergency Medicine Course #8970/8971 
Prerequisite: Successful interview by advisory board, instructor approval for second year. 
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
The Fire Science program at Tri-Tech is for students interested in a career in Emergency Service.  The program prepares you to work in a 
volunteer fire department or as a wild land fire fighter and prepares you for additional training at the post secondary level.  Students will 
learn the theory of fire science as well as engage in actual training drills.  Successful students well earn industry certifications for advanced 
placement and employment.   

 
 

Graphic Communication Course #8820/8821 
Prerequisite:  
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
Create web sites with motion graphics.  Learn to produce publications like a professional graphic designer.  Prepare for certification in 
Photoshop CS2, Dreamweaver Studio 8, Flash Studio 8, and Indesign CS2 as well as other software applications.  This course is an excellent 
choice for students who have taken art, photography, and/or web design and wish to apply their skills.  Develop and fine-tune proficiency in 
photo design, composition, color and type management, action scripting, and web page development.  Gain valuable, hands-on experience 
in preparation for a variety of careers in the Graphic Multimedia Communications field.  Text Reading Level:  8.0, 10.0 and 12.0. 

 
 

Law Enforcement Course #8870/8871 
Prerequisite:  
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
The Law Enforcement course is an overview of the criminal justice system and the careers available in this growing employment field such 
as homeland security.  Students will investigate the rolls of local and state law enforcement agencies, federal agencies, corrections, and 
supporting careers.  Learning opportunities include: field trips to criminal justice and public service facilities, networking with guest speakers 
from local, state and federal law enforcement agencies, and SkillsUSA competitions.  Students will receive training in critical analysis, 
conflict resolution, record keeping, technical writing, fingerprinting, investigation procedures, patrol procedures and criminal/traffic laws.  
How laws are created, the difference between criminal and civil laws, and law enforcement ethics will be explored.  Text Reading Level:

Network Design and Administration Course #8982/8983 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of computer systems class at home high school.   
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 
This technical Advanced Network Design and Administration program is designed to provide students with a working knowledge of 
computer networks including network hardware and the popular network operating systems.  The network support student will be able to 
configure, install, troubleshoot, and correct networks at all levels of interconnection, including local networks, Intranets, and Internet.  
Successful completion of this program will prepare students for the Certified Cisco Network Associate and Network + examinations.  Text 
Reading Level:  8.7  
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Pre-Nursing/Medical Occupations Course #8880/8881 
Prerequisite:  
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 

The Pre-Nursing/Medical Occupations program has been developed to meet the needs of students interested in the medical field.  The 
program will prepare students for initial certification as a Nursing Assistant as well as continued training in nursing and health care.  
Students spend time in the classroom and facilities learning many procedures for patient care.  These procedures include learning to take 
blood pressure, temperature, pulse and respirations, as well as learning how to bathe, groom, feed, lift, exercise, and position patients.  
During this time, students will become familiar with anatomy, physiology, signs and symptoms and prevention of disease.  A portion of the 
year is spent in a supervised clinical experience working with patients.  Text Reading Level:  8.2 and 10.6+ 

 

 

Pre-Veterinary Technician Course #8806/8807 
Prerequisite:  
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 

The Pre-Veterinary Technician program is designed to prepare individuals to enter the animal health care field.  Students will become 
familiar with anatomy, physiology and basic terminology.  Areas of training are: safety and zoonotic diseases, restraint techniques, physical 
examination and patient history, client education and dental care.  The program includes both theory and practical application of skills and 
concepts.  Students will gain hands on experience in area clinics.  After completion of the program, the student is well prepared to enter a 
college Vet Tech program or have a good start on their way to becoming a veterinarian.  Text Reading Level:  Written at college level. 

 

 
Radio Broadcasting and Production Course #8890/8891 
Prerequisite:  
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 

If you are smart and hardworking, can you expect to succeed?  You may have the best and brightest ideas but if you are unable to convey 
them, no one will ever know.  In this program, you will hone your communication skills by running 88.1, "The Alternative" a student-
operated radio station.  You will learn to speak and present to small and large groups, record music, produce and record announcements 
and gain experience in the music entertainment industry.  Students have the opportunity to participate in job shadows and internships 
throughout the year.  

 

 

Teen Parent Education Course #8900/8901 
Prerequisite:  
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: High school age students 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 

This course is for high school age students who are or are about to become parents.  Enrollment is open throughout the year and day care 
is provided on a space-available basis.  Text Reading Level:  7.3 and 6.6 

 

 

Web Design And Administration Course #8822/8823 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of web design class at home high school.   
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 

This class is designed for the advanced web developer.  Gain knowledge for certification in Photoshop CS2, Illustrator CS2, Dreamweaver 8, 
Flash 8, as well as other software applications to design and develop complex web pages.  This course has Dell computers with Pentium 4 
processors.  Students will work with clients to determine their needs, tailoring web sites to address their unique issues and requirements.  
Students will be prepared to be certified Webmasters.  This class prepares students for careers as Web Developers, Web Architects and 
Webmasters. 

 

 

Welding Technology Course #8920/8921 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of web design class at home high school.   
Location: Tri-Tech Open to: Grades 11-12 
Length/Credit: Year / 1.5 credit Satisfies: Check with Counselor 
 

The Welding program works to train students in the basic skills of oxy-acetylene welding, and cutting, shielded metal arc welding, gas metal 
and flux cored arc welding, gas tungsten arc welding, many other areas.  This program trains students in blueprint reading, math, layout 
and fit-up, and fabrication of a wide variety of projects.  Numerous jobs are available in the shipyards, manufacturing and welding shops.  
Apprentices are needed in sheet metal, iron working, pipefitting, and boiler making.  
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Career Center 
 
The Career Center is a family resource designed to help students make the transition to after-high-school 
education and employment.  Scholarship information, the School-to-Work Transition workshop program, Career 
Pathway assessments, 9th grade career projects, Options Week, summer internships, employment, placement 
and admission test preparation are some of the services offered in the Career Center.

Mathematics 3 years Three years of mathematics is required, at the level of Algebra, geometry, 
and advanced (second year) algebra.

Note:  4 years are strongly recommended 

Science 2 years Two years of science is required.  One full year of basic principles of biology, 
chemistry or physics must be completed with a laboratory experience (e.g. 
both semesters in the same field).   Some colleges require 
chemistry. 
Note:  4 years are strongly recommended 

Social Studies 3 years Three years of study are required in history or in any of the social sciences. 
World Language 2 years Two years of study in a single world language is required and many colleges 

are now requiring 3 or 4 years. 
Fine Arts:  Music, 
Theater, and Visual 

1 year One year of study is required in the fine arts. 

 
Because of the over abundance of qualified applicants, the rigor of study is considered in admissions, 
(number of classes senior year, AP, Honors, Academic Electives).  Also, personal statements or essays 
are heavily weighted. 
 
Private Four Year Colleges are very similar with admission requirements.  Check individual colleges for their specific 
requirements. 
 
Community Colleges require the COMPASS Placement Exam.
