GOLD CERTIFICATION FOR RHS STUDENT STORE 
Richland High School's School-Based Enterprise (SBE) is among the school stores across the 
nation that has achieved Gold Level Certification from DECA. The SBE Certification Program was 
developed to provide recognition for outstanding achievement by school stores. Students Breanna 
Boak, Dakota Hamm and A.J. Ojeda worked on the certification with assistance from advisor 
Stephanie Schirm.  
 
School stores can be certified at three levels: Bronze, Silver or Gold. In order to apply for the 
certification, SBEs must submit extensive documentation showing how they have achieved set 
standards that are outlined in the Certification Guidelines. After the documentation is submitted, a 
Review Committee evaluates the documentation to determine which level of certification has been 
achieved. 
 
DECA is a not-for-profit student organization preparing its membership for careers in marketing, 
management and entrepreneurship. Richland High School will receive its Gold Level Award later 
this year at DECA's International Career Development Conference in Atlanta, Georgia.

District begins high risk emergency drills     A team of Richland School District central office administrators 
have been working with the Richland Police Department Resource Office in conducting classroom emergency 
drills.  These high risk/low frequency incident drills are being held at all 15 school sites and will be part of the 
District's ongoing drill schedule along with lockdowns and evacuations. 
Team members observe the drills from three perspectives: classroom teacher, administration, and office 
personnel.  Actions taken and times of response are noted by the observation team.   "We debrief each drill 
immediately following the event," says Deputy Superintendent Jean Lane.  "All participants and observers 
analyze the drill and discuss where adjustments and improvements can be made.  One staff member told me, 'I 
feel so much better after this practice.  Now I really know how our plan works and that my actions are 
appropriate.'" 
In March, school administrators will attend a workshop "If Disaster Struck Your School Today", sponsored by 
the Association of Washington School Principals.  Attendees will learn strategies for establishing a chain of 
command, working with other first responders (police, fire) and finding order in chaos.   In June, school 
administrators will attend "Virginia Tech Terror", a workshop led by John Giduck.  Giduck is one of the 
nation's leading experts on school hostage attacks.  He's trained state and federal law enforcement officers 
including DEA, FBI, U.S. Marshal's Service and SWAT teams.

Board reviews music funding     On February 12, the Richland School Board discussed the level of funding 
for high school music programs, specifically travel expenses.  Music boosters expressed concerns that funding 
for music related travel is not equitable with athletics.  They cited the following examples: 
● The District funds all transportation costs for athletics, but not for music. 
● If a student-athlete or sports team advances to state competition, the District pays the transportation and hotel 
costs.  When music students and groups advance to state competitions, they pay their own 
transportation and hotel costs. 
Board members asked administration to prepare a detailed report comparing the amount of District money spent 
on athletics and music travel.  
 
Art Instruction      "The Richland School District has become a model for the state arts mandate by offering a 
comprehensive, sequential, standards-based K-12 visual arts program to all learners." That comment is from 
AnnRenee Joseph, Arts Program Supervisor for the Office of the State Superintendent of Public Instruction.  Art 
instruction is in integral part of the Richland School District's academic program. The goal of the art program is to 
provide students specific opportunities to develop visual artistic literacy through personal expression and 
involvement in the creative process. Students advance through a program that allows them to acquire skills in art 
production, to increase their knowledge of art heritage, to increase their aesthetic sensitivity and to develop 
creative and critical thinking skills. The overall concern is with individual artistic growth and the development of 
each student's creative abilities. 
The curriculum enables our students to achieve a high personal level of art competency. It also helps them prepare 
for art related careers, including the high tech areas of computer graphics, animation, graphic design and 
commercial art. 
"Art is the universal language that enriches the lives of all students," says Robert McMinn, art instructor at 
Richland High School. "We want students to explore, experience and experiment with their own creativity in 
producing visual art."
